March 12. William Ashdown, presi-
dent of the Rock Island Soil and Crop
society, a resident of Coe-townsh-ip,

and George Harris of Edgington are
prime movers among the several farm-
ers who project the plan for a farm
agent

It is planned to have three or four
townships of the. county meet at Edg
ington in the near future in order to
centralize thought on the proposition
of employing a farm agent and form
ing a society to advance farm improve
ment In general. The farmers of the
townships, which meet at Edgington,
are expected to communicate the sen-
timent of that meeting to their neigh-
bors In the township in which they re-

side.
There Is much to be learned rela-

tive to the farm agent plan, but farm-
ers now working on the plan are en-

thusiastic. The expenses of a farm
agent are shared by the state. The
farm agent employed must have the
official sanction of the county board of
supervisors for the place, it is said.
Salaries of county agents are said to
range from 2,000 to $2,500.
