Lutes & Bay were the subseouent
proprietors and after a time H. J. Kain
and William Re'nhardt. brother of C.
A. Relnhardt one of the present own-
ers, bought the place.

In October. 1912. C. A. Relnhardt.
I who had Juet served for three jears In,

the navy, returned to Rock Island, pur-

chased his brother's share and since
hss been a member of the firm.

Seven tables six pool and one bil-

liards offer amusement to the' men
who gather there and an excellent line
of cigars, tobaccos pipes, candies,
magazines and soft drinks is sold.

The late T. H. Thomas, who died in
1908, had been connected with the
store from the time that it was estab-
lished, in 1850, until his demise.

The firm which founded the busi
ness was Benser & Thomas. Several
years later Mr. Benser disposed of
his interests to Mr. Thomas, who con-
ducted it up to the time of bis death.

Following the death of Mr. Thomas,
the store was incorporated as the
Thomas Drug company and since that
time has been conducted under that
name.

Mrs. Selene Thomas, widow of the
founder of the store, is president of
the company and Jred E. Burgert is
secretary-treasure- r and manager of the
business.

Besides the usual line of Rexall
remedies, the store Is equipped with a
soda fountain, where soft drinks and
ther refreshments may be purchased

A fine stock of cigars, candies, sta

BEGAN AS A SMALL WEEKLY

Present Heme Occupied in 1888 w
Has Since Been Enlarged to

Meet Growing Need.

The Argus, now in tis 63d year, Is v
native of the 1600 block, so to in.v
for its first issue was gotten out la
what was then the Whittaker t Everti
building, Just east of its present loca

tion at 1624 Second avenue. The
was then known as the Republican,

the name being changed to The Argus

in 1855.

Fred S. Nichols and John W. Dufr

ham were the first proprietors. Th
latter soon sold out to his partner, and
In 1852 J. B. Danforth became Inter,
ested in the publication. Mr. Dai
forth became sole proprietor the

year, and In 1854 he remove
the plant to the Buford block, then
newly erected at the corner of Seve
teenth street and Second avenue,
where the Best building now standi.
The paper was a weekly at first, becom
ing a dally the year of its removal to
its new quarters.

In 1871 The Argus went into a burn
ing on East Seventeenth street north
of the Buford frock, which had beea
especially constructed for it. and is
1888 it came back to the 1600 block,
having in the meantime patied
through several hands. The late John
W. Potter was the owner when it took
up its present quarters, where It hu
since remained. Mr. Potter died Jaa.
11, 1898, and the J. W. Potter Publish
ing company was t'jen formed.

Building is Remodeled.
In 1888 the building was remodeled

prior to establishing the newspaper
plant in it, and in 1901 other extensive
changes were made, a third story being jfl
added, a new front installed and the , i

interior being entirely reDuut. Snt
then other changes have been made to

give tJe added room and improved fa

cilities which a modern newspaper
must have.

Growth has been rapid during ths
last few years. The old fashioned
hand composition has been done away

with and linotype machines substitut-
ed. The flat bed press has given way

to a fast stereotyping press capable
of printing 16 pages at the rate of
18,000 per hour. The regular edition!
have been increased in size from eigbt
pages to 12, 16, 24 or sometimes more.

News gathering facilities have kept
pace with t'.iose in the mechanical de
partment and the plant, and the or
ganization which operates it Is now

second to none in any city of Rock Is-

land's size in the country.
