Rev. Mx. Vance based his remarks on
the text, "Suffer hardship w,th me as
a soldier of Christ Jisus." II. Tlmcthy
2.3. After expressing his pleasure at
having the old soldiers worship at his
church. Rev. Vance discussed some
cf the supreme objectives of spiritual
warfare the great ends aimed at In
the conflicts in which the Christian
mutt engage.
