THIEF MAKES A GETAWAY

Crook's Creed r Attempting to Take

Ring From Sleeper' Finger
Makes Work Fruitless.

Because he became aroused when
a burglar attempted to take a diauiond
ring from hU linger Scott T. Owings.
formerly manager ol the Manufactur- -

ers' hotel billiard parlors, was beaten
ncpr the Head bUUQjy iuoruiuti "u
painfully injured. The blows failing
to stun him the intruder fled without
securing anything for his trouble.

Mr. Owings was asleep on the third
Boor of his home, 612 Twentieth street,
when the thief entered his room. It
was 2:45 when he was aroused by
someone touching him. He moved
and immediately there came a crush-
ing blow on the head, and then an-

other. Before a third could be deliv-

ered he raised his right hand and this
caugnt tne torce of the third strike,
the third finger being almost shatter- -

ed. By this time lie had lounu i.m
voice and his cries caused the thug to
beat a hasty retreat. He boiled down
the stairway, tumbling over ca' -

pet sweeper in the hall, which rattled
down the stairway af.er him. A room
er on the lower floor peered out of
tls room in time to see the intruder
bolt through an outer door to the
l. tree t.

Mr. Owings was not seriously in-

jured, though his scalp was cut and
bruised. It is supposed tiiat the as-

sailant used a "sap" in his efforts to
render him unconscious. The bed in
which he slept was of feathers and
yielded with each blow so that the
victim was spared the full force. The
finding of a clothesline near the bed
shows that it probably was the inten-
tion of the thief to tie Mr. Ow ings up,
if necessary, to prevent him from in-

terfering with the looting operations.
Examinations of the premises in the

morning showed that the burglar had
entered through a window on the
ground floor. A pile of sof. dirt uu t
the window plainly showed his foot- -

prints. Apparently he had thoroughly
ransacked the first floor before going
further. A pile of silverware, cut
glass, etc., near the door showed what
be intended to take away with him.

During tha month there were 49

births, 24 males and 25 females. In
the same period there were 25 deaths.
17 maies and tight females.

In the city hospital Djc. 1 there
were 4S patients, against 51 there at
the beginning of last month. During
November 100 patients were admitted
and 06 discharged. The balance in the
hospital fund is $1,655.82.

Young Man Claims He Stole
$500 Earrings From Em-ploy- er

in Arkansas.

WANTS TO RETURN TO HOME

Willing to Serve Term in Penitentiary
to Expiate Crime He'Claims to

Have Committed.

Declaring that he had robbed his
employer in Arkansas and that he
was tired of fleeing from place to place
under the impression that the police
were always on his trail a young man
gave himself up to the police officers
Sunday morning, and is now locked
in a cell awaiting word from the
south.

When he appeared at the police sta-
tion the young man presented a woe-
begone appearance. His clothing was
in rags and he was cold and hungry
and without a penny. He said he
wanted to return home to his mother,
but had been afraid to do so for fear
of being arrested. Now he was will-
ing to take his punishment, though he
was aware that it would be a term in
the penitentiary.

The young man says his name is
Harry Tipple, 24 years of age, and
that his mother lives at Tabor, Iowa.
A year ago, according to his story, he
was working for a woman in Arkan-
sas. A chance came for him to steal
a pair of diamond earrings valued at
$500 nd he yielded to the temptation
and then fled.

Pawns the Jewels.
At Springfield, Mo., he pawned thoj

jewels, ana since men ne nas Deen
moving from place to place. His mon-
ey was soon gone, and from that time
on he led a precarious existence. It
was difficult to obtain employment,
and he was afraid to remain long any-
where for fear the police would find
him. Vlen he arrived in Moline he
was down and out and thoroughly dis-
couraged. He declared that after he
had dene time for his crime he would
never err again that his punishment
already had been sufficient to atone
for what he had done.

The police telegrphed to the Arkan-
sas town where he claimed to have
committed the theft and to Spring-
field where he said he had pawned
the earrings, but up to noon today
had received no reply.
