GIVES A FORTUNE

FOR REPARATION

DOUGHERTY, FACING A CELL FOR
PEORIA LOOTING. SIGNS

AWAY $200,000.

Chicago. 111.. Feb. 9. Newton C.
Dougherty yesterday, through his at-
torney. Clarence S. Darrow, Bigned
over to the school board of Peoria
quitclaim deeds to $200,000 worth of
property ail he had.

The signatures were affixed in the
flat at 6021 Kimbark avenue where the
aged educator has been living in se-
clusion and remorse with his wife and
one daughter. For all hit 67 years of
age. Dougherty in his outward ap-
pearance still holds the dignity ana
poise that once elevated him to the
presidency of a bank and the execu-
tive office of the National Educational
association.

Dougherty is facing another inde-
terminate sentence to Joliet. Even
when the supreme court last week de-
nied his motion for a new trial Dough-
erty refused to betray any trace of a
collapse. He sCTil Insists be is inno-
cent f the frauds that were charged
against hi mi.

For 25 years Dougherty was the su-
perintendent of schools in Peoria. He
was president of a bank there. He
was interested In many manufacturing
enterprises. He was a national au-
thority on text books. .

Then the blow fell. In 1905 one of
the greatest school scandals of the
country became public. Dougherty
was stripped of bis honors. He was
charged with frauds and forgeries
that have never been completely to-
taled. Estimates or the alleged em-
bezzlements ranged from $25,000 to
$200,0.

Unable to furnish bail of $1,000,000
that was demanded. Dougherty was
placed in jail. Indictments, general
and specific, were returned against
him. charging him with padding pay
rolls ana i Kiting salaries that w ere
credited to teachers who never exist-
ed.

The school superintendent pleaded
guilty and went to Jail. Before going
he turned over real estate holdings to
the school trustees, on the condition,
he now says, that the amount of his
Alleged embezzlements be ascertained
and liquidated by the property.

After five years in a cell Dougherty-wa- s

paro'ed when the states attorney,
the presiding Judge, and numerous
cltixens of Peoria wrote to the pardon
board that there was no opposition.
At that time the board acted on the
sentiment that Dougherty bad been
Duntahed sufficiently, ajid that In nn.

be released. A full pardon was grant-
ed in 1912.

Soon after. Dougherty asked for an
accounting of the funds which he had
turned over to the school trustees,
and later began civil suits to recover
the property. He alleged he wanted
the remainder of the property to carry
him and his family through their de-

clining years.
A new state's attorney in Peoria,

back by a number or citizens, express-
ed objection to the ' suit by bringing
Dougherty to trial on one of the old
indictments. He was convicted and
sentenced to go back to the peniten-
tiary.

Attorney Darrow argued before the
supreme court that Dougherty had
served his con'lote punishment when
he was pardoned. The Eupreme court
admitted the punishment feature, but
ruled that the new conviction was
