In l!tl3, soon after taking office,

President Wilson electrified the coun-

times. There was never before such a
hustling to get out othe City of Mag-

nificent Distances.
But the "insidious lobby" of 1913

was a negligible force in comparison
with the more insidious lobby which
now infests the capital. The lobby
which challenged presidential atten-

tion in 1913 and which fled before the
scourge which the White house

Itbrought into view was frankly selfish.
It made few if any pretensions of pat-

riotism. It, was not buttressing our
(shores against a threatened invasion.

was not particularly anxious about
the flag. It was troubling itself little
with the yellow peril or the German
bogey. It was there merely to get all
that was to be had tor the raiiroaus.
for steel, for sugar, for glass, for ship

the subject of goitre, indulging in a

few morbid remarks about remedies.
Our preceding discussion divulged
some of the mysteries of symptomatol-
ogy of goitre and disclosed our utter
ignorance of the cause or causes of
these common ailments.

We described three kinds of goitre:
(1) Simple goitre; (2) exophthalmic
goitre; (.3) cystic goitre.

The treatment of simple goitre is,
we regret to confess, summed up in
one dangerous word, iodine. Danger-
ous for this reason: if, perchance, one
should use iodine locally or internally
in any form as a remedy for exophtal-mi- c

goitre one would be likely to do
much harm. And if one should use it
for cystic goitre one would probably
be wasting good iodine. But for sim-
ple gt'!1r wh.-r- , you are quite sure it
is simpk' goitre, the paring use of
iodine is the remedy.

While a painting ot the swelling
once a week or once in 10 days with
a weakened tincture of iodine is usual-
ly helpful, perhaps the wiser plan is
the internal administration of some
suitable salt of iodine by the family
physician. What is one patient's rem--.
edy is another s poison, and no one but
the physician is capable of deciding
what is best for a given case of goitre.
One patient will require 10 times more
iodine than another could safely take,
regardless of the size or duration of
the goitre.

We still have with us the mystery-lovin- g

medicine man (or woman) who
delights in strange and shocking rem-
edies. Amber beads, snakes, toads,
lizards, spiders, incantations and the
magic touch are tried on many cases
of goitre, all without avail, except the
last mentioned measure, which ia
usually quite satisfactory to the prac-
titioner who employs it. draw-i- nnt
all the way from 50 cents to $50 from
tbe victim. We doubt if even our uifriend grandma would have anv n- -

peace. Schools, churches, political or-

ganizations, the magazine and news-

press, chautauquas, the lyceum,

everything which contributes to the
molding of public opinion, is being
utilized by this lobby as far as pos
sible in spreading the gospel of pre-

paredness and in dragooning popular
sentiment into an acceptance of the
fantastic notion that preparation for
war is a guaranty of peace.

The president might, well turn his
attention to this lobby. The one driven
by him from Washington two years
ago was praiseworthy by comparison.
There was little false pretense in that
"Insidious" aggregation which haunt-
ed the halls of congress and besieged
the departments of government in
pursuit of favors. But the lobby of
which the Army and Navy league, the
National Security league, the National
Rifle association, the Areo (,'lub of
America and scores of similar organi-
zations are the visible expressions, is

the very essence of false pretense.
is great masquerading in the vest-

ments of patriotism. It is militarism
cloaked in the garb of peace. It is sel-

fish ambition posing as disinterested
public spirit. It is imperialism of the
sordid sort whose democratic habil-
iments do not conceal the iron hand or
the two-edge- d sword. That, it should
infinitely pursue its sinister work un-
challenged seems unthinkable. The
president and congress should both
call it to account and force a revela-
tion of the secret sources of supply.
And the country will be much disap-
pointed should the president and con-
gress fail to turn on the light.
