Continued Rains Will fanse Even!
lireatr Rise in .Meantime, Says

Warning From Bureau.

Flood conditions, never equaled dur-
ing the past quarter of a century, the
Mississippi river to reach a stage of
IS feet above low water, will prevail at
Rook Island during the latter part of
the present week, according to a warn-
ing issued today by the local govern-
ment weather bureau.

Prediction is that by Saturday or
Sunday the river will reach the crest
of a rise which started a week ago, but
which will be augmented, by the rains
which have occurred north of here
since.

Professor J. M. Shcrier, meteorolo-
gist of the local bureau, today issued
tSie following flood warning:

"During the present week one of the
most severe floods on record will pre-
vail from below Dubuque to Muscatine.
At Clinton tl.e stage will be about IS
feet by Friday, at Le Claire 12 feet by
Saturday; at Hock Island 16 feet by
Saturday, and Muscatine IS feet by
Sunday.

"Higher stapes will result should
further heavy rains occur in the mean-
time. Immediate action should 'tie
taken for the protection of exposed
property." if the river rises to 1G feet
it will be the highest since 1S02.

The warning carries great appre-
hension to persons residing in river
iities. That the cren of the flood will
bring damage to Rock Island county,
even in excess of that suffered two
weeks ago because of high water, and
ihat in the latter part of January, is
the belief here today.

In January the river reached its
highest point at 15 feet above low wa-
ter. There is every reason to believe
that by Saturday it will exceed that
stage by one foot, and may paralyze
commercial interests in the Mill street
factory district for days.

Is 1U Feet.
The river today was 14.3 feet above

low water mark, just :Z of a foot below
the crest of the high water two weeks
ago. and .S of a foot below the stage
in January, when much suffering was
caused.

The test
was a very complex affair, to be cor-
rectly calculated for each grade, and
the fact that two sets of grades, one
for speed and one for accuracy, had
to be made for each individual taking
the test, made the problem very diffi-
cult, to handle.
