A meeting of the Bay Island Drain-

age commissioners was held Friday
morning at the county court room.
The assessments levied on the land
holders of Bay island district, as or-
dered by Judge Church in county court
here at a meeting a month ago, were
affirmed at Friday's meeting. At the
meeting held on June 28, Judge Church
after listening to all objections, or-

dered the commissioners to make out
an assessment role, assessing each
landowner an amount in proportion to
the amount of benefit which he is re-
ceiving from the Bay island drainage
system.

At this last meeting the assessment
role was read before a jury and thai
confirmed it.

About seventy land owners ace af-

fected by this assessment, close to
20,000 acres o land being involved.

Says Hot Winds are Damaging;

to Plants.

PASTURES ARE DRYIXG UP

Peaches and Grapes are Failure This
Year According to Report for

Mouth of July.

That the drouth is getting to be a
serious matter for Rock Island county
farmers is the statement which
Charles C. Campbell of this city, crop
correspondent, makes in his report for
the month of July to the United Stater
department of agriculture.

Mr. Campbell states that pastures
are drying up and that the hot winds
are hard on the corn. Figured on the
basis of 100 per cent representing a
normal condition, corn is listed at 75;
spring wheat, 90; oats, 95: barley. 70:
potatoes, SO; hay, 90; alfalfa, 95; pas-
ture, 75; tomatoes, 75; cabbage, 90,
onions, 9S. Peaches and grapes are
called failures.

Average farm prices are quoted as

follows: corn, 70 cents a bushel;
wheat. $1 a bushel; oats. 34 cents a
bushel ; barley, C5 cents a bushel ; rye.
