vice president of the Southern Pacific rail-

road, made after a visit to the fighting front and just
before he sailed for home is reproduced:

The biggest impression I shall carry back
to America from war stricken Europe is the
immediate need of America knowing the whole
truth over here. I will recommend that our
government request that a European commis-

sion of able men be sent to America at once
to tell our people just what the conditions are
and what we face in order that America may
get down to bed rock and have less claptrap.
. I shall go home an optimist, but full of the
realization of the herculean task before us. I
shall go home and tell America that the trouble
is not In the trenches nor on the field of battle,
but in the home land's not appreciating what
our brave soldiers are facing and doing.

I have been on the British, French and
American fronts, and close up to the German
line, and nowhere in the whole line is there a
pessimistic note. The most encouraging aspect
in the allied trenches is the belief that Ger-

many can be defeated. Our men who are doing
the fighting have the most superb courage the
world ever saw; they are not afraid of any-

thing Germany can bring .on. The only big
thing we have to fear is lack of cooperation
behind the fighting men back home. If we
back them up as we should Germany is
doomed, and the day is sure to come when
militarism and world rule by might will be at
an end.

Our people at home cannot understand the
terrible sacrifices our allies are making here
and when they do and respond militarism will
quickly get its death thrust. My message
home, after having seen the sacrifices the
European nations are making, is to put every-

thing elBe to one side, whatever the sacrifice,
and bring to Europe as quickly as the boats
can come the whole resources of the United
States.

Tell the United States, for God's sake, to
get rid of the claptrap and hurry men, food,
guns and airplanes. Germany must be crushed
and we can do it if we work quickly.
Our collective effort is merely the sum of our in-

dividual effort. Therefore what each one of us does
to help carry on the war is of the utmost importance.
