Is the cause of ordinary goitre? Is
there any way to prevent goitre or

Answer There is considerable

evidence that the cause of goitre
(not exophthalmic goitre) is a de-

ficit of iodine in the food. Iodine
occurs in traces In tho vegetation
of certain regioas, and in all sea
food, and In tho salt In some
places, and it Is lacking In the veg-

etation and salt of regions where
goitre is very prevalent. The use
of sea food in the diet and some-
times the addition of minute quan-
tities of iodine to the drinking wa-

ter, has caused goitre to disappear
In many cases.

Eliminating Waste.
Before the war our European neighbors regarded

America as a nation of wasters and we now realize
that their conception was not far from being true.
We were too busy producing and there was so little
difficulty in securing new material that we could
not take the time to watch the scrap pile. The na-

tional trait of wastefulness was too deeply rooted
to admit of eliminating except through a radical
change in economic conditions.

But the war has awakened us and shown us what
years of education could not have pictured. In-

creasing demands for support of our various war
funds has brought home the necessity of thrift and
elimination of waste. This is one of the compensa-

tions of the war.
A noteworthy instance of what actually has been

done through the hearty cooperation of an army of
0,000 workmen, a large portion of whom are work-

ing on government orders, is the performance of
a large tire factory in Ohio in effecting in one year
salvage of $3,000,000 worth of materials that might
unnecessarily have been wasted altogether. This
is a larger amount than the output of finished pro-

duct of 98 per cent of the country's manufacturing
concerns.

In a genera way, wastes in a great rubber fac-

tory consist of rubber, fabric, cement, metal, paper
and power. There are other wastes, however, that
contribute to the sum total if allowed to go un-

checked. The Goodyear experience is that it is not
difficult to secure cooperation in waste elimination
from American workmen, where saving is made as
easy as wasting that it requires no extra effort
for workmen to throw waste materials in a recep-

tacle provided for them than it does to throw them
on the floor.
