A single farmer in a single year
is in a gamble with nature; all
farmers in a long period of time
can depend on a certain average
of experience. This aspect of the
farmer's efforts to produce a crop
Is a subject of investigation by the
bureau of crop estimates. Obser-
vations with regard to yield per
acre cover 52 years for eight prom-
inent crops, and shorter periods
for five more crops of importance.

SO GIPSY MOTHS WEST.
Entomologists of the United

States department of agriculture
who last fall began an examination
of the cranberry bogs of Michigan,
Wisconsin, and the Pacific coast,
which have received shipments of
cranberry vines from New England,
report that they find no evidence
of gypsy moth infestations from
such shipments. It had been feared
that the moth had been carried on
the vines to the western bogs. De-
termination of the fact was neces-
sary in order to know what control
measures should be undertaken. In
that connection the department is
making tests to determine both the
resistance of cranberry vines to In-
tensive fumigation and the strength
of fumigation necessary to destroy
the eggs of the gypsy moth.

By combatting ground squirrels
Idaho farmers saved over $1,250,000
in crops during 1918. Twenty-tw- o

counties and 4,025 farmers cooper-
ated with the Biological survey of
the United States department of
agriculture in stamping out the
squirrel pest, and as a result 277,-75- 1

acres were cleared of the ro-
dents.

It is estimated that this
work in Idaho

saved at least 5 per cent of the
total crop3 of that state, which
formerly went to pay the yearly
rodent tribute. As one farmer
phrased it, "I used to consider that
the squirrels had a mortgage on 25
per cent of my crops, as they de-
voured one-four- th of all I produced.
Now after I have cleared my farm
of squirrels, I harvest and save 100
per cent of all the crops I grow."

In Bonneville county 114 farmers
distributed 6.223 pounds of poisoned
oats over 11,871 acres, and as a
direct and Immediate result saved
$41,265 worth of farm crops which
otherwise would have been con-
sumed by the squirrels. In the
eradication campaign one farmer In
that county distributed poisoned
bait over one of his fields and less
than one hour later when he re-

turned to the field he counted 278
dead ground squirrels, six rabbits,
and 10 '"rock chucks" which had
fallen prey to the deadly bait.

linois citizens $115,000,000 annual-
ly. Pneumonia comos next with a

tile paralysis, $5'i2,000; measles,
$450,000; epidemic meningitis,
