Other News Items.

New York, Oct. 19. Governor Horatio
Seymour made a speech, yesterday, at

V hitestown, Oneida conntv, in toil State, in
weich he said : "There were good and suf
ficient reasons, ia the present condition of
tne country, to cause all neat-minde- d men.
and honest men, to work unitedly for reform
in the administration of public affairs, not
Oily in Washington, but the whole commu-
nity. The fact that Ohio and Pennsylva-
nia have voted againit us, did not weaken
his position, and discourage him ia his be
lief and oontideaoa that the principles of
right ana instice would, in the end. triumnh.
The honest people of the country did not
enter into the present contest merely to
elect a President, but to institute a reform
whioh would be beueuoiel to the National,
Mate, and Local Administrations. This
must be done quietly and effectively. We
don't want violent revolutions to injuriously
affect the business interests of the Govern
ment. The principles upon which honest
Demooratt and respeotable men of all par-
ties have united, will continue to olaim the
attention of the people more closely every
day to come. Every man, woman and
child is affected by the questions which now
agitate the country, and all are interested in
the matter of reform. Ten or fifteen years
ago, the man who posseased money, gained
by dishonest means, stolen from the Gov
ernment or obtained by private or public
gambling, would be looked upon with con
tempt by all respectable people. Now the
man who steals thousands or millions of
dollars from the people's treasury has his
respeoteDiiity measured by the amount he
has plundered, and publio thieves and de-

faulters now Moat upon the topmost wave of
popularity. We must have a change to cor-
rect these evils, as ao party ever sucoeeded
ia reforming itself. The Republican party
told the Democracy this truth a few years
ago, and triumphed ; aad now we sav the
same thing to them. You cannot reform
yourselves. We never will have restora
tion of good order ia the community and
economy in the administration of public
affairs until we have a change. Never be
fore have such vast sums of money patted
through the hand of public official as have
been handled by them since the commence-
ment of the war. In the pres-
ent condition of publio opinion the
sense of right is blunted and
hardeed by the frequency with
which the people's ears are greeted
with the information of government defalca-
tions. This is the nn fortunate conditions of
affair as they have existed for the last eight
or ten years, We must eommenoe onr reform
in earnet,from the smallest local otiices, until
we reach the Presidential chair. The re-
form must be general in all classes of socie-
ty, until tho better sense of the people in
the matter of honesty, justice, aad truth
prevails and triumphs. The Democratic
party hat united with the honest men of a
party which never was friendly to ours, in
lbs support of Horace Greeley, who has al-

ways been an enemy to us, for the purpose
of bringing about reform, and they ask
all honest men to operate with them.

New Yonx, Oot. 19. In an editorial con-
trast between Great and Greeley The World
comet to thit conclusion : " Nothing could
be more tafe for every public interest, noth-
ing oould to surely purify the publio service
at the election of Mr. Greeley in this con
junction, bo far as legislation is concerned,
Greeley would be the safer President. He
would be as intelligent and original at Grant
it stolid and aptbetio ; and a hostile Con-
gress, alert to detect his mistakes, if he
should fall into aay, would be a safeguard
against bad legislation by Executive p res-
tore. He is not sluggish and easeloving,
prone to shirk duties, and spend his time in
recreation. He is the most resolutely in-

dustrious man in the country. If Mr. Gree
ley were President, it is not in hit nature te
let any department of the publie terviee run
on as Grant does, without close, unremit-in- g

supervision. He probably knows more
men than any other citizen in the United
States. The personal diseutioni with
which'he enlivened the politic of the Irib- -

une attest hit keen interest in the character
of publio men, and the minute abundance
of that kiod.of information which the can
of hit mind lead him to acquire. II has
looked quite through the deeds and the
character of every public man, and moat of
the minor politician in every part of the
country. Mr, Greeley would have the great
advantage over most Presidents that he
oould make nearly all important appoint-
ment from bit own perianal knowledge, d

of being seriously dependant ea mem
bars of Congress aad political partzains.

At meeting of
the National Board of I rade this morning,
the Executive Council reported in favor of
Chicago as a permanent plaoe of meeting
of the Board.

Mr. Ropes, of Boston, proposed a resolu
tion reoom mended by the Boston Board of
Trade, urging Uoagrest to adopt the Hare
tyatam oi voting. He said the people are
demoralized by politician t, and the new
mode of voting will preterva the purity of
ue government.

Mr. Wetherell. of Pkiladalohia. offered
resolution providing that Legislatures of
states wnare usury laws prevr.il be asked ts
eetabUah standard rate of interest but aot
restrict traders in money to any particular
frntn. Carried.

In the afternoon resolutions to memorial
ize Congress to repeal tae duty on railroad
iron were indehaitely postponed. The bos-
ton Board of Trade presented a resolution
reaSoniag the declaration of the National
Hoard at a meeting last Tear in favor of the
gradual contraction of legal tender note
for the ultimate reiusption of specie pay
ments by the national Treasury and Na-
tional Banks. Aa animated discussion en-

sued, in which Messrs. Ropes, of Boston,
Rowland and Cook, of Cincinnati.
aud others, favored, and Messrs Vinal,
of Boston, Fairbanks, of Chioago, and
others opposed the poliov of
contraction. Finally na amendment wat
offered by Mr. Chittenden, of N. V , asking
Congress lor a revision of the National
Bank system. A resolution looking to the
ultimate resumption of specie payments was
adopted by 31 to 9. A resolution from the
New Orleant Board of Trade memorializ-
ing Congress for the construction of a ship
canal from the deep water of the Mississ-
ippi near Fort Phillips to the Golf of Mexi-
co, and a resolution from the Mobile Board,
asking Congress to order a survey of Flori-
da, wiih a view to cutting a thip canal aorost
it, were adopted.

After the usual complimentary resolutions,
the Board adjourned.

St. Locis, Oct. 19. The Brotherhood of
Loeomotive Engineers has been in executive
ectiion yeiterday aad Resolution
were adopted favoring the abolition of all
Sunday train, and a committee was appoin-
ted to confer with the railroad ofiioiala
throughout the country on the tubjeot. A
clams to be inserted in the aot of incorpor-
ation, providing for expulsion of any engin-
eer addicted to the use of intoxicating
liquors, was also adopted.
