Particular of the. Shooting of Colonel
Anthony and the Causes

Which led to it.
Topeka, Kan., May 11. The killing of

Colonel I), li. Anthonv, editor of the
Leavenworth Times, by W. W.Embry, ed-

itor of the Leavenworth Appeal, in that
city, last night, has produced a profound
sensation throughout the state. The quar-
rel which terimnoted in a tragedy has
been going on for some time. It originated
in some strictures made by Anthony in
his paper upon certain actions of the Leav-
enworth Typographical Union, which Em-
bry hotly repelled in the Appeal, following
it up by damaging accusations against An-
thony's official conduct as Postmaster at
Leavenworth. The parties had a little al-

tercation on the street last Saturday even-
ing, in which Embry struck or kicked An-
thony, when the latter, without resenting
the affront, retreated into an adjoining
store. The fatal uieoting last night occur-
red on the stairway of the Opera house be-

tween the acts of the play. Only a few
words were exchanged, when Anthony

Anthony tottered to the top of the stairs,
and sank fainting into a chair. An officer
seized Embry and wrenched the pistol
from hiui, and physicians were summoned
to the relief of the wounded man. A
slight examination sufficed to show that the

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hurt was fatal. This was about 10 o clock,
and Anthony lingered in great agony until
early this morning. lie retained his
senses and gave full directions as to his
business affairs.

When the report of the affray was noised
around in the Opera house a general con-
sternation ensued, and the performance
was abruptly ended. Colonel Anthony's
wife was in the audience, he having left
her side only a few moments before the
shooting took place. Embry was promptly
lodged in jail, and Jock Downing, local re-
porter on the Commercial, was also ar-
rested as an aesessory to the assassination.

The deceased was an old-tim- resident
ot Kansas, and one of the best-know- men
in the state. He ha4 been prominent in
local and state politics for a great many
years, having served in the legislature,
been Mayor of Leavenworth, chairman of
the state Republican committee, and acted
in other official capacities. At tho break-
ing out of the rebellion he entered the ar-
my as Lieutenant Colonel of the Seventh
Kansas Cavalry, the noted "jayhawker"
regiment.Coinmanded by Colonel Jennison.
About a year ago he was appointed post-
master at Leavonworth, which position he
held at the time of his death. beiug also ed-
itor and proprietor of the limes newspa-
per of that city. He was also President of
tho State Editorial Association, and Secre-
tary and Treasurer of the Kansas and Mis-
souri Associated Press, ilis age was
about 50 years.

Colouel Anthony was a man of uncom-
mon energy, strong passions aud prejudices,
quick to anger, slow to forgive, and good
at hating. II ts relations with political aud
professional nvuls and antagonists were -
