These members will remain until
expelied by force, but we earnestly desire
u peaceful soluzion, The legislature will
not interfere with the presidential electoral
vote. We ask only a constitutional legis-
lature peaceably assembled for the good of
the state,

L. Q. . Lamar, yesterday, received a
telegram from Senator J. B. Gordon and
Gen. Hampton, urging him to have the
president and his cabinet waited upon im-
mediately by their {riends, stating that
absoiute peace prevails in Columbia and
in the house where both brapches were in
gession and that Republicans were joining
them.
The president, referring to a statement
made by Senator Gordon and Wade
Ham pton,wherein they charged that Gen.
KRuger had wmade pledges to them in re-
gard to an interference of military at the
meeling of the South Carolina legislature
which he had tailed to keep, said he was
satisfied that General Ruger had done no
such thing. He knew that General well;
he was a gallant soldier, a high toned,
honorable man. and would scorn w do a
mean act, uader any circumstance,
In regard to the oftrepested charge
that the administration had used the mili-
tary to interfere in the affairs of the south-
ern states to an extent unwarraoted by
law, the president said the charge was not
sustained by the facts, The commanding
officers at all wilitary posts at the south
were ot all time instructed simply to sus
tain the legal constituted authorities and
preserye the peace, When the wmilitary
had gone farther it has been clearly shown
to be a misconception of orders and the aet
had been promptly disavowed by cuperior
authorty.
Io regard to ioterference in elections
there is not a single instzpee on  reeord
where the presence of the military had in
timidated a single voter. Un the contrary
it had been cleurly shown that both io
South Carolina and Louisiana the presence
ot the military enabled all colored veople,
who wished to do so,to vote the Democratic
ticket. No doubt but what all the ques
tions growing out of the presidential con-
test will be peacefully adjusted; that the
counsels ol good and patriotic wen in both
parties will prevail,
In a telogramw received vesterday from
Gen. Buger, asking for further iostrue-
tions 1o regard to any further action on his
part towards the rival legislatures, the
cabinet were divided, several mewmbers
advoesting the sending of justractions to
Gen. Ruger 10 oust the eight members

Address of the Visiting Statesmen From
the Norch.

NEwW ORLEANS, Dee. 1.—The committee
of visiting Detiocrats issued the following
address:

To the People of the United States:

On our arrival here, in casting about for

approaches to the officiale who eontrol the
elections of this State, we discovered that
they were all of one politieal party; that
the Governer had appointed none but
Republican Supervisors of Election, and
that the returning officers constituting the
State Board were ot the same politjeal
school, lufiuenced by these inauspicious
surroundings our theughts and hopes were
turned towards the eminent gentlemen who
had been selected by the President to be
present and see that the Board of Canvas-
sers wade a fair count of the votes actu
ally cast, aud on the 14th of November
we invited these gentlemen to meet and
confer with us, This co operation was
deciined, but we pevertheless have reason
to believe that to this correspondence may
be attributed the invitation to us on the
18th ult.,by the Returning Board,to attend
and be present at its meetings as gpectators
and witnesses of its proceedings, and
through this courtesy and the services of a
competent stenographer we becawe pos-
sessed of all essential facts delivered on
the tace of other official papers.
We have been furnished with a certified
copy of the duplicate statcments of the
yotes wade by the Commissioners of Elee-
tion at cach place of voting in  the State.
From these statements it apvears that the
Tilden Klectors received 83,880 and the
Hayes KElectors 77,152. The result for
Presidential Blectors, as diselosed on the |
fuce of the returns opened by the Retnin-
ing Board in our presence, is: For the
Tilden Electors 82.326; for the Hayes
Electors, 77,023. In most cases the re-
turos opened by the Returning Board cor-
responded precisely with the certificate
and copies of the statement the Commis-
sioners of Election furvisled ns.
