Richmond, Va., Oct. 5. The general as-

sembly of the Knights of Labor convened
here Monday morning. Armory hall, with a

Heating capacity of 2,, was the place ol
meeting. Considering the number present it

was the most orderly con vent ion ever seen
here. The convention was called to order
by T. V. Powderly at lo o'clock. He intro
duced Hon, Fitzhugh Lee, governor, whe
welcome! tlie delegates to Virginia. Gov
ernor Lee was frequently applauded, and hu
Kieech was greatly appreciated by tht
Knight--. He avoided all twlitual aggres
siveness, and discussed the lalor question in
a very conservative manner.

Governor Lee in his address to tlie assem
bled Knights of Labor extend-'- a welcome
on behalt of Virginia, and offered them the
hospitahties for which the city has been sc
widely known in the ast. He was glad
that an opjtortunity had been offered the
knights to meet irgimas citizens, to see
their city and test their genial cli-

mate. He referred eloquently to tlie promi
nent part whk-- Virginia had played in lay
ing the foundation ot the republic, and
serted that the problem of free government
had been solved by the framers of th
o tnstitut iou. The south had put a
different interpretation on that in-

strument from that held by the
people of the north, but bows in submission
to the settlement which had been reached,
and now, having a common governient.
common flag, and a common destiny, it is as
mnch interested in the prosptvtive gi"audeur
of these I nited States as tfrey.

Governor Ix-- then inferred to the objects
