New .Mexico.

There has been an almost unprece
dented increase in population during
the past year. More than 100,000

homestead filings on over two and
one-ha- lf million acres wre made. It
is significant that this increase in the
agricultural population is not to any
great extent in the river valleys, but
is along . the mesas, which" until
recently had been given up 'entirely to
grazing. Tins tact is due to . tne suc-

cess of the dry farming method. If
this proves an ultimate success, it is
estimated that nearly 50,000,000 acres
of land in New Mexico will be avail-

able for it.
The population of the territory is

now estimated ' at almost" 400,000, a
gain of nearly 100 per cant sinca 1907.
