Delegates Instructed For C. A. Spiess.

Judge Wm. J. Mills Indorsed.

. The republican county convention
met at Mora Aug, 1th and elected for its
president Hon. Luciano Gallegos,

nt Marcelino Martinez and
Andrea Gandert, secretaries, John
Florence and Tito Melendez. Eight
delegates were elected and instructed
to vote for the nomination of Hon.
Chas. A. Spiess of Las Vegas, for
the nomination of delegate to con-

gress.

Candidate Taft, the administration
and Chief Justice of fhe territory W.
J. Mills were indorsed in the strong-
est terms.

The following is the resolution
by the convention;

"We,' the republicans of Mora coun-

ty, New Mexico, in convention assem-

bled, heartily reafihm our allegiance
and adherence to the republican par-'t- y

and its doctrines which have for
so long been the basis of prosperity
and happiness in this county, terri-lor- y

and nation; and more especially

do we commend the expression of

those doctrines in the platform of the

last national republican convention in

the city of Chicago.

NEW MEXICO TO

HAVE SUGAR PLANT

Syndicate Pays $600,000 For

155,000 Acres In San Miguel County.

The following is the report sent
out from Denver;

Acting for the American Sugar
Manufacturing andRefininir company
O. B. Crum of this city has just com-
pleted the purchase of 15T),000 acres of
land in San Miguel county, New Mex-
ico, at a cost of considerably more
than $:;00,000. It is the intention of
the company to expend another $500.
000 in irrigating their new possession
by means of an immense system of
reservoirs, dams and ditches after
which three or four sugar beet factor-
ies will be erected and the country
made one of the largest centers of the
trade in the entire country.

A Big Land Deal.
Not since the sale of the famous

Maxwell grant several years ago, has
so large a real estate transaction been
completed in New Mexico and through
the plans of the new owners thousands
of settlers will be colonized in the ter-

ritory, vast tracts of what are now
waste lands will be irrigated and de-

veloped and the whole territory will
benefit enormously through the deal.
. The land purchased by Mr. Crum
fui' his clients oonsists of the old An-

tonio Ortiz grant, an area of land that
was included in the old Spanish grants
and title to which was latter ratilied
by Congress in 18(il).

The ground is situated twenty miles
ioutheast of Las Vegas, in San Mi-fu- el

county, and one mile from the
Santa Fe railroad. It is crossed f roai
northeast to southeast by the Rio Gal
ianas river and it is through reser

voirs connected with this stream that
the company expects to irrigate from.
The river will be tapped at various
points and thence canals and a series
ot ditches will carry the water the
length and breadth of the grant.

lhe first purpose of the susrar com
pany will be to open the the land for
colonization. About 50.000 acres will
be disposed at first iu this way with
irrigation guaranteed and later, when
crops are produced; a market tor the
entire output. As labor in New Mex
ico is figured at only $1 per day.
where $2 would have to be paid in
most otner states, the owners do noi'
expect to pay any more than half as
much for the completion of their pro
jects as they would under other con
ditions.

The purchasing company is a Kan
sas corporation, with headquarters at
lopeka. All of the stockholders are
capitalists of great wealth, and they
expect to commence upon the plans
projected at once and carry thtiu
through without interruption.
