Railroads 1o Port Royal,

During a diseu-sion in the House of Rep-
rasentatives a few davsago on the sub-
ieot of internal improvements Hon. W.
2. Hamwond appeared as the advocate
of the Central Railroad. Ia speaking of
the report of the Navai Comrmittze that
visited Port Royal a short time ago he
said :

“ This report is in consonane? with all
others, both of a public and private na-
ture, in reference to the supefior merits
of Port Royal harbor.

It has remained neglected and una:-
preciated for the sole reason of its lim-
ited connections with the graiv-raising
rezions of the Mississippi Valley. It
.offers greater inducements and advan-
tages as a shipping port than any port on
the coast mentioned. and these must
soon be duly appreciated. An attempt
is mow beinz made, with fair prospeets
of success, by a company chartered by
the Legislature of South Carolina, to
build docks, warchouses, and supply the
port with shipring and transportation fa-
cilitics- on an extended seale. With
proper encouragement this movement
may lead to very important results. The
construc tion simultaneously of the pro-
jected United States Central Raiiway
from Lake Michigan to this port, via
Cumberland Gap or Knoxville, would
give & strong impetus to the harbor im-
provements and at onocc invite capital
and population to Port Royal. Assoon
as.this railway is completed Port Royal
will become an importaut pert of entry
and her commercial relations, with a'l
part- of the world aceessible to merchant
and trading vesse's, will be e:tablished
woon an enduring basis,

Froui a'simple inspeetion of the map of
tie Unitsd States it will be perceived that
the southern po'nt of Lak: Michican is
the geographical ceiter ¢t all portos
ofthe country adapted to agricultuial
pursuits east of the Rocky Mounrias,
Ifupon the wmap a series of radii be
drawn from Chisago to all the harbors on
the Atlantic coast, the peninsula of Fior-
ida excepted, it will b2 noticel that they
arc all practically of the same length.
Owing to favorable gaps in the moun-
tains it will be found practicable to coa-
struct a ratlroad with woderate gradients
from Chicago to Port Rayal on 2 route
nearly a hundred miles shorter than any
of the great railways eonnecting that city
with New York.

The proposed railway will start at Chi:a-
goand run in an air-line direction to
Indianapolis ; thenee to Leximgton or
Frankfort, Kentucky ; thence to Cum-
berland Gap ; thence in a southeast di-
reetion to  Charleston and Port Royal,
South Carolina. An’ attempt was made
several years ago to buill a similar road
from Charleston. via Kaoxville, Tennozs-
see, to the West, with Cineinnati as its
objective point. South Carolina was
then but little bzhind other States ia
the progressive spirit of th: diy, aud
songht to accomplish a great purpose o
vital importance to her prosperi.y.

Commercial intercourse, in the cheap
est and most di ect way, between the
United States and th: principal conntries
of South America shoa!d be encouraged
by all appropriate and available means
Contiguity of position gives us great ad-
vantages over the countries beyond the
Atlantic in commanding the trade of
South Awerica. How can this trade be
best diverted to this country ? A eareful
inspection of the map will show that the
most direct commercial route from the
eastern coast of Soath America and from
the West Indies to the United States is
that which leads to our southeast Atlan-
tic harbors.
