The pestilence in Suvannah was char-
acterized by the remarkable death-rate
among thecolored persons, who are us-
utly exempt from its attacks, by tlelarge
fatality attending cases among suppos-
ed inured natives and by the unusually
great per centage of deaths which oceur-
red among children under twelve years
of age. We wish that space perwitted
us to give an account of the treatment
which Dr. White practised with such
ewinent suceess and we could wish the
report which has formed the subjeet
of thisartic'e to obtain general circula-
tion in our midst. It has been published
in pawmphlet form by Appleton & Co.s
New York.
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On Tuesday Gov. Chamberlain had an
interview with the President. There was,
however, no discussion of the South
Carolina case, the conversation being
merely of a general character  the dis-
cussion of the case being 1e-erved for the
arrival of Gov.

which preceded and followed the election.

The President s ated that-he was de-
sirous to do equal justice toall persons
affected, including colored Republicans
and white Democrats. In the settlement
of the cxisting troubles, he desires that
all party qnestions be omitted from con-
sideration, and that a settlement shall be
made solely upon the merits of the case.

In response to a question as to what
his course would be should the President
decide in favor of the legality of Hamp,
ton’s claims to the Governorship, Chaw-
berlain said that he had not considered
the question in that light, as he felt con-
fident of the legality ot his election, and
his indisputable right to the Governor-
ship.

It is proposed by the President to take
no action until afier the arrival of Gov-
eruor Hampton, and the claims of each
shall have been fully heard.—Journal of
Commerce, speeial dispatch.

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| The recent reappearance in Washing-
'ton of Bullock, the ex-Governor of
; Georgia. and of Foster Blodgett His part-
ner in his operations in Georgia, has
| stimulated curosity. Bullock just as his
term as Governor expired, was indicted |
in the Georgia Courts for fraudulent acts
¢ mumitted while in that office and fled
the State.  One of his fraudulent opera-
tions was the leasing of the Georgia State
Road to a ring with which he was con
nected. I'Lis road formerly paid in the
State Treasury a dividend of several hun-
dred thousand dollars  abnually,
and was in a most flourishing condition.
After Bullock became Governor he made
Foster Blodgett Superintendent of the
road. Blodgett immediately commenced
to run it in the interest of himselt and his
friends,and the result was thatin a
comparatively short time it became al-
most worthless. Blodgett paid no divi-
dend to the State, butlactually had the
assurance to petition the Legislature of
1870 for $500,000 to repair the road-bed
and purchase new ecogines. The next
move was for Bullock and Blodgett and
their accomplices to lobby through
the Legislature a bill authorizing Bullock
to lease the road on the best terms for a
period of twenty years. Bullock there-
upon leased it out to a ring for $25,000
per annum. In this ring were Ballock,
Kimball, Columbus Delano, Simon Cam-
eron, and these charge that Governor
Joc Brown and Ben Hill were associated
with them. Itis alleged by the friends
of Bullock that Governor Brown and
Ben Hill were instrumental in procuring
hisindictment in the Georgia Courts, as
they wanted to get rid,of him. As he
became a refugee in consequence, he did
ot share any of the bevefits of the
arrangernent. Bullock, since his reap-
pearance in Washington has made up an
old quarrel which he had with Foster
Blodgett, and it is said that they arc now
determined to get even with Brown, Hill,
| Delano & Co. Itis alleged that Blodgett-
has the necessary evidence with him to
force terms.  Both Governor Brown and
Ben Hill deoy that they ever engaged in
any frandulent operations with Bullock
and Blodgett, and iusist that heir con-
nection with the lease of State Road was
perfectly legitimate. This may be, but
there arc nevertheless a good many
Georgians who condemn them very mnch :
for their action in the watter. What
adds to the public curiosity on the subjeet |
is the fact that Ben Hill is advr)catingl
Foster Blodgett for the position of United
States Marshal for Georga. O. this|
point, however, there is a question of
veracity between®Mr. Hill and the Attor-
ney-General.

John D. Lee was cxecuted at Moun-
tain Me: dows, Utah, last Friday. He
sat on his coffin and did not display the
slightest nervousness, but seemed per,
fectly resigned to his fate. When Mar.
shal Nelson tied the handkerchiet over
Lec's eyes and commenced to tie his
hands the condemned man placed them
over his head and sat perfectly motion
less, and called to the executioners to
aim well for his heart. Marshal Nelson
gave the commands ‘¢ Make ready " and
* Fire, ’ in a finn, cool manner, and io
a moment Lee fell back over his coffin,
his fect on the ground, and died without
a struggle

He preferred sitting to meet his doom.
Five balls pierced his heart and body.
Lee’s exccution was one of the most re-
markable sights ever witnessed. TheJold
man never flinched, and his death seemed
easy. He said, in his last statemeut, that
he was a sacrifice, and that Brigham
Youne went back on him. His last
word was against the Mormon prophet.

The execution took place about one
hundred yards from the KEmigrants’
Monument, on the ground where, nearly
twenty years ago, o1 ¢ hundred and twen-
ty men, women and children, were mas
sacred by Mormons under the command
of Major Lee.
