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RELIGIOUS REVIVALS

Dr. Talmage, in a Timely Discourse,
! Declares His Belief in Them.

Sermon Adapted from the Story of
" Slmon mand the Fishers—Greatest
Obstacle to Revivals Is an
Unconverted Minlstry,

Washington, March 24.

! This discourse of Dr. Talmage 18
most pertinent at this time when a
mridespread effort for religious awak-
ening {s being made; text, Luke, verse
6: “They inclosed a great multitude
of fishes and their uet brake.”

Bimon and his comrades had experi-
sanced the night before what fishermen
weall “poor luck.” Christstepson board

. khe flshing smack and tells the sailors

to pull away from the beach and di-
reots them agnin to sink the net. Sure
enough, very soon the net is full of
fishes, and the sailors begin to haul in.
Bo large a schoul of fishes was taken
that the hardy men began to look red
in the face as they pull, and hardly
“have they begun to rejoice at their sue-
veas when snap goes a threal of the
net, and snap goes another thread, so
there is danger not ounly of losing the
fish, but of losing the net.

Without much care as to how much
the boat tilts or how much water is
splashed on deck the fishermen rush
about, gathering up the broken meshes
of the net. Out yonder there is a ship
dancing on the wave, and they hail it:
“8hip ahoy! Bear down this way!"”
The ship comes, and both boats, both
fishing smacks, are filled with the
flbundering treasures.

“Ah,"” says some one, “how much
better it would have been if they had
staid on shore and fished with a hook
and line and taken one at a time in-
stead of having this great excitement

“"and the boet almost upset and the net

broken and having to eall for help and
getting sopping wet with the seal”

n at one sweep of the net. I have ad-
miration for that man who goes out
with a hook and line to fish. I admire
the way he unwinds the reel and ad-
justs the bait and drops the hook ina
quiet place on a still afterncon and
here catches one and there one, but I
like also a big boat and a large crew
pnd a net a mile long and swift oars
and stout sails and a stiff breeze and a
great multitude of souls brought—so
great s multitude that you have got
to get help to draw itashore, straining
the net to the utmost until it breaks
here and there, letting a few escape,
but bringing the great multitude into
tternal safety.

In other words, I belleve in revivals.
The great work of saving men began
with 8,000 people joining the church in
one day, and it will close with 40 ora
hundred million people saved in 24
hours when nations shall be born in a
day. But there are objections te re-
vivals. People are opposed to them
becuuse the net might get broken, and
If by the preasure of souls it does not
get broken, then they take thelr own
penknives and slit the net. *“They in-
tlosed a great multitude of flshes, and
the net brake.”

It is sometimes opposed to revivals
of religion that those who come into
the church at such times do not hold
out. Aslong as thereisa gule of bless-
Ing they have their ealls up. Dut as
o 48 strong winds stop blowing:
hen they drop intoa dead enlm. But
‘hat are the facts lu the cuse? Yu ali
our churches the vast majerity of the
useful people are those who are
breught in undsr great awakenings,
and they hold out. Who are the prom-
inent men in the United States in
ohurches, in prayer meetings, in Sab-
bath schools? For the most part they
are the product of great awakenings.

I have noticed that thoss who are
brought into the Kingdom of God
through revivals have imore per-
sistence and more determination in the
Christian life than those who coma
in under a low state of religlon. Peo-
ple born in an fcehouse may live, but
they will never get over the cold they
taught in the icehouse. A cannon ball
depends upon the {mpvlss with which
it starts for how rer it shall go and
how swiftly. and the greater the re-
vival forcs with which a soul isstarted
themcre far-reaching and far-resound-
Ing will be the execution.

But it is sometimes objected to re-
vivals that there is o much excitement
that people mistake hysteria for relig-
fon. We admit that in every revival of
religion there is either a suppressed or
a demonstrated exoitement. Indeed,
it & mam can go out of a state of con-
demnation into a state of acceptance
with God or see others go without any
agitation of soul he is in an unhealthy,
morbld state and is as repulsive and
absurd as a man who should boast he
saw a chlld enatched out from under a
horse's hocfs and felt no agitation, or
saw a man rescued from the fourth
story of a house on fire and felt no uc-
celeration of the pulses.

Balvation from sin and death and
hell into life and peace and Heaven for-
ever is such a tremendous thing that
if & man tells me he can look on it
without any agitation I doubt his
Christianity. Thoe faot is that some-
times excitement s the most impor-
tant possible thing. In case of resus-
citation from drowning or

the one Ildea is to excite anlmation.

Before conversion we are dead. Tt Iu|
the business of the church to revive,
arouse, awaken, resuscitate, startle

into life. Excitement is bad or good
acoording to what It mukes us do. I¢
it make us do that which is bad, it is
bad excitement, but If it make us agi
tated about our eternal welfare, §f
it make us pray, if it make us attend
upen Christian service, if it make us
ery unto God for merey, then It is o
good excitement.

" 1t 1s sometimes axid that during rés
¥ivals of religion great multitudes of
children and yaung people are brought
into the church, snd they do not know
what they are about. It has besn my
observation that the earlier people
come into the kingdom of God the mcre
useful they are. Robert Hall, the
prince of preachers, was converted at
12 years of age. It is likely he knew
what he was about. Matthew Henry,
the commentator, who did more tham
any msn of his century for increasing
the interest in the study of the Berip-
tures, was converted at 11 years of
agey Isabella Graham, immortal in the
Christian church, was converted at ten
years of age; Dr. Watts, whose hymns
will be sung all down the ages, was
converted at nine years of age. Jona-
than Edwards, perhaps the mightiest
intelleot that the American pulpit
ever produced, was converted at seven
yenrs of age, and that father' and
mother take an nwful responsibility
when they tell their child at seven
years of age: “You are too young to
be a Christian,” or “You are too young
to connec¥ yourself with the church.”™
That is & mistake as long as eternity.

If during a revival two persons pre-
sent themselves as candidates for the
church and the one is ten years of age
uud the other is 40 years of age. I will
have more confldence in the profession
of religion of the one ten years of age
than the one 40 years of age. Why?
The one who professes at 40 years of
ago has 40 years of impulse in the
wrong direction to correct, and the
child has only ten yenrs in the wrons.
direction to correct. Four times ‘en
are 40. Feour times the religious pras-
peet for the lad that comes inte the
kingdom of God and into the churchat
ten years of age than the man at 40.

I am very apt to look upon revivals
as counected with certain men who
fostered them. People who in this
day do not like revivals nevertheless
have not words to express their admi-
ration for the revivalists of the past,

OB, I am afraid to say anything
against revivals of religion or against
anything that looks like them, be-
cause I think it may be a sin against
the Holy Ghost, and you know the
Pible says that a sin against the Holy
Ghost shall never be fergiven, neither
in this world nor the world to come.
Now, if you are a painter and I spealk
against your pictures, do I not speak
against you? If you are an archi-
tect, and T speak against a building
You put up, do I not speak against
yYou? If a revival be the work of ths
Holy Ghost, and I speak against that
revival, do I not speak against the
Holy Ghost? And whoso speaketh

the secret and hidden but unmistalk
able cause in every case, a low stat«
of religion in the heart. Wide awake.
consecrated, useful Christians aro
never afraid of revivals. It is the
spiritually dead who are afrald of
having their sepulcher molested. Tho
chief agents of the devil during a
great awakening are always uncon-
verted professors of religion. As seon

of water and try to put out this
spark of rellgious influence, and they
try to put out another spark. Do
they succeed? As well when Chicago
wes on fire might some one have
gone out with a garden water pot
trying to extinguish it. The diffieulty
= that when a revival begins in n
church it begins at so many points
thiat while you have doused one anx-
fous soul with a pail of cold water
there are 500 other anxious souls on
fire. Oh, how much better it would
be to lay hold of the charlot of
Christ's Gospel and help pull it on
rather than to fling ourselves in front
of the wheels, trying to block their
progress.  We will not stop the
chariof, but we ourselves will be
ground to powder.

But I think, after all, the greatest
obstacle to revivals throughout
Christendom is an unconverted minls-
try. We must believe that the vast
majority of those who officiate at
sacred altars are regenerated, but I
suppose there may float into the
ministry of all the denominations of

Christinns men whose hearts have
never been changed by grace. They
ars all antagonistic to revivals, How

| did they get into the ministry? Per-
haps some of them chose it as a re-
gpectable profession. Perhaps some
of them wera sincere, but were mis-
taken, As Thomas Chalmers said, he
had been many yenrs preaching the
Gospel before his heart had been
cuanged, and ns many ministers of
the Gospel declare they were preach-
Ing and had been ordained to sscred
orders years and years befera their
hearts were regenerated. Gracious
God, what a solema thought for thoge
of us who minister at the altar!

During our civil war:the president
of the United States made proclama-
tion for 75,000 troops. Bome of you
remember the big stir. But the King
of the wuniverse to-day asks for
1,200,000,000 more troops than are en-
listed, and we want i8 done s=softly,
imperceptibly, no excitement, one by
one. You are a dry goods merchaht
on a large scale, and 1 am a merchant
on a small scale, and I come to yon
and want to buy 1,000 yards o« cloth.
Do you say: “Thank you. I'll sell
you 1,000 yards of cloth, but I'll sell
You 20 yards to-day and 20 to-morrow
and 20 the next day, and if it takes
me six months 1'll sell you the whole
thousand yards. You will want as
long as that to examine the goods,
and I'll want as long as that to exam-
ine the credit, and besides that 1,000
yards of oloth is too much to seil all
at once?” No; you do not say that.
You take me into the counting-room,
and in ten minutes the whole transac-
tion is consummated. The fact is we
cannot afford to be fools in anything
but religion.

Sabbath in church will stroke his
beard and wonder whather it womld
not bo better for a thousand souls to
como straggling along for ten years
instead of bolting in at one service.

It s¢ems to me as if God is prepar-
ing the world for some quick and
universal movement, A celebrated
electriclan gave me a telegraph chart
of the world. On that chart the wires
crossing the continents and the cakles
under the sea looked like veins red
with blood. On that chart I see that
the headquarters of the lightnings are
in Great Britaln and the United
Etates. In London and New York
the lightnings are stabled, walting
to be hurnessed for some gquick dis-
patch. That shows you that the tel-
egraph is in the possession of Chris-
tianity.

The Republicans gathered
in the State ecapitol the day the Gen-
cral Ascembly wes oalled to o:der and
elcoted B W. Mackey, of Oharleston,
Syoaker. The Dimcerats in a hody,
headed by the Elgeficld aud Laurens
delegatiors marched to the Siate oapi-
t)l, tut were refused admission.
Whereupon John O. Sheppard,. of
Edgefield, delivered a protest. The
cap:tol building was in oharge of Fed-
eral troops commanded by Gen. Ruger.
The Dewmocrats then marched back to
the Uarolins hall, which 18 now stand-
ing, inthe rear of Richland County
court heuse and behind the stores on
Main street. This building is historic
in many ways, having been built of
brick still hot from the smoking ruins
of Colomhbis in 1865. Ia this hall the
Democratic members, oonstituting a
quorum (though not a mr jority) of the
General Assembly, procceded to eleot
the ticket pominated in oaucus the
night before. The Senate, whioh was
covc:ded to be Republican, was noti-
ficd of the organization st Carolina
kall, but took no notioo of the body
snd recognized the Republican House,
wllliah was in eession at the State oapi-
tol.

From this the Dcwooratic House
brought action in the State supreme
eourt to mandamus Hayne, tne sacre
tary of State, to issue eleotion ocertifi-
cates to the Demoorats from Edgefiald
and Laurens. The Democrats won
their point. Then at the suggestion of
the 3tate Democratic exeoutive commit
teo tho Wallace House decided to get
oontrol of the hall of the House of Rep-
resentalives.

Gen. Ruger agreed to interpose no
martial interferenoce if the Demoora's
would conduot themselves peaceably.
However, although admission to the
building was obtained, it was neoes-
sary to pass the portalsof the legisla-
tive hall. BSirategy and foroe were both
brought into play.

The Radioal House was to assemble
at noon on Thursday. The Demoorats,
singly and by back streots, made thoir
way to the Btate ecapitol and obtained
admission. The Radioals were not ¢x
pecting this movement., However, the
negro sergeant at-arms, a burly fellow,
attompled to prevent entrance stthe
swing'ng doors of green baize.

« W.D Simpaon, of L:urens, had al
ready been swoin in as Liedlonsant
Governor. When™ Cusaberlain *gave
way to Hampton Greaves, the nagro
Licutenant Governor, gave way to Mr.

Gav,
Simpson to to take the "oath of (flica.
Gov. Simpson, s scllivg with indigoa
tion, replied: *‘T'he Senate will dume
to order. I have taken the os:h of
vfice once, and no poweron earth can
make me take it again.”

Governor. (Gén. Wallace, the presid-
ing officer of the House, was alto from
Union. When Gen. Wallace the pre-
siding officer of the Houve, was clcvated
to the circuit berch in 1877, Joun (.
Shepjard, after an interestiog ountrs}
with Jas. L. Orr, beoame Speaker of
the House. Mr. Sheppard afterwsrds
married Gen. Wallase's danghter.

None but & man of highest aitain-
ments, delioate tact, supreme courage
and indomitable wiil could have been
Speaker of the Democratio House of
1876 and such a man W, H. Wallace is
deolared by all who served with him.

The unexpeoted cc-
carronce has proved almosv fatal' to
Gaskin's wife, and she has been at the
point of desth from nervous prosiration
ever sinoce.

How a Great Hymn Was Made by a
' Youog Man of Yale.

One dey dnring the winter of 1830 a
young man, & graduste from Yale, sat
down ip bis room in the city of New
Yorkand with ey es filled with tears wro'e
in his pocket mimirandum-book four
simple stavzss, whioh, he ssid, ““wers
born of my own soul.” Two years Ia-
ter, Dr. Lowell Mason composed for
these stanzad the beautiful tune Olivet
to which the hymu is still sung, and it
is oertainly one of the most piecious
contributions which Am risan genius
bas made to the hymnology of the
Christian church. 1t r.ads thu-:

“My fiith looks to Thee,
Thou Lamb of Calvary,
Saviour Divine:
Now hear me woile I pray,
"Take all my guilt nway,
U let o from this day
B: wholly Thine."

This hymn of redomption, which
sprung from a devout soul, begins in
penitence, but énds in praiee, and
with'a gloricus assuracee of bep-; and
how maoy ‘s penitent, while hearing or
uttering those words, has feuond pardon
aud pesce in belicviog! Bowing before
e oruc fied S:vicur and leok to Him
alone, his ory 1s:

“Tuke all mj & ns away,"”
and

“0) let me from this da
B: wholly Thive.' :

The earoestncss of that o-y of faith
fiods & respon-v in the bos w of infinite
mrrey, ard the prayivg soul obtaion
sirepgth. He isiusjired with & puro,
warm, & .d ochangeless love fer the R
decmei —* a liviog fire.”
