A QUESTION OF HONOR.

“In regard to this question of
whether I am entitled to resign or not,
if Senator McLaurin did not have »

but as he is in full acoord witli that
orowd they are not going to vacate his
seat and establish & precedent. Ha is
the first man, though, in the 125 years
that we have had a government that
ever resigned and aflterwards withdrow
his resignation, so far as my invustiza-
tions go. This isnota parliamentary
question at all. It is a question »f
honor. He made a compact with me
and ameng gentlemsn such compaots
are not broken unless both parties are
willing to do so. He has flanked out
of this proposition through Gov. Me-
Sweeney’s instrumentalities. 1f I had
known he was going to try this game
and that the governor was going to al
low him to get out I conld have writ-
ten the resigaations and sent thom to
Roosevelt. But I was not looking that
far ahead. He was making out as if he
was ‘spiling for a fight' and [ really
thought he was ready for the frav.

‘“T'he olaim that a vacancy had to be
oreated before any action could be
taken by the Democratic execulive
ocommittee is contrary to all precadent.

NOT ENCOURAGING.

The Weekly Crop Balletin States That
Cotton is Getting Grassy

Me. J. W. Bauerissued the following
weoekly crop balletin, staiing in general
that cotton is gitting grassy snd other
orops are not waking wach proyraes.

The week endiog Mouday, June 3rd,
had & temperature of 66 dgrecs—abeut
10 below the nermal—with a maximum
of 86 at Columbis on the 2ad, and a
minimum of 44 at Greenville on May
29.h. The cool weather, and a defi
oienoy in suashine, were detrimental to
all erops.

Altheugh the rainfsll for the week
averaged but little over cae and ocze-
balf inohes, yet this amounnt is much
above the normal, and following the
heavy rains of tha week immediately
prececding, kept the ground too wet to
work, excopt for a day or fo on woll

vdeained uplaads. The week's rainfall
ra%eid‘from lesa than an inch to near-
ly founjinches, and covered the entire
State. The ground is saturated, and
the exoessive moisture is proving in-
jurious to miost field orops by prevent-
ing cultivatidhn, Complsints of grassy
fields come from every county and every
sestion of the Seate.

Cotton chopping made slow progiess,
and caltivation practically nons =0
that fiolds are becoming foul, and in a
few looalitios stands are dying. Ruost
and lice have appeared at a few points.
The weather was too cool for the growth
of ocotton, and st many piaces it is
losiog its previous healthy apperanoce.
There has been aslight improvement in
seaisland

Uipland asrn made little erowth, but
rotaing its healthy look. while on low
lands, a1l of whioh are very wet, some
corn is turning yellow and firing, for
lack of surshine and caltivation., Bt
tom land planting ani replanting hass
not boen faished. L. 2laces corn im
proved, aod in others it deteriorated.

Tobasco, with few excapticns, is doing
poorly, aud i3 in ur.eot need of dry
hov weather. Rice wmade faic growth
acnd planting is in places finished Rust
15 spreading on lste wheat, but the erup
goocerally is free from rusy, and all will
s30n be harvesied, but the wasther has
becn untavorable for this work.

The fruit prospests, espaeially for
peaches aud applos, are not so bright as
tiiey have herctofora been, but wild
berries, oherries 2od plums are plen
tiful. Gardens show markcd improve
wment, Pastures afford fine graging
Melons necd «armer weather. Large
shipments of beans and other truck are
being made to norihern markots.

The freshets of las: week were more
destructive than first reports indioated,
ard the overflysed areas have since
been kept wot by froquent rains, giving
little or no opportunity to replant the
fertile lsnds oo which tha crops wera
destroyed

Dangerous Pri.served Foods.

Preserved fruits aud vegetables are
now in such common use that it is
very important to koow the quality of
thesa artisles, especistly siace so many
of them contain elements which are
uawholesome, if not positively daoger-
ous. Lhe Yoear Book of thy Federal
departmant of agriculture, soon to be
published, will contain much important
informat on for housckeepers and the
public generally. Professor W. D
Bigelow, one of tho government's chem-
i8ts, has mude a long serics of investi-
gations of the use of 100d proscivatives
in this country, and has made someo
startliog discoveries which the depart-
ment will publish in its forchcoming
report.  Professor Bigelow says that
this business has becomo so large and
employs 80 many nurtfal chemicals
that alaw for its stringent regulation
should be enacted at once. ‘l'hiere are
agre tmany tasteless presorving fluids
on the market and Professor Bigolow
declsres that every one of them 18 in-
jurious to the digestioa. He analyzd
67 samples of preservatives which sro
uzed Jargely sand found that 33 of them
contained borax or boric acid; 10 so .-
inm, potassium or caloium sulphite
3 salioylic acid or its sodium compound-
7 benzoic aoid or its sodium compound,
1 boric acid and sslieylio acid; 1 bpori;
ncid and amwmonium fluorid; 3 formal;
dehyde; 1 smmoniam flaorid; 2 pyrolig-
necous aci!, and 1 beta naphthol,  Pro-
fessor Bigelow divides these adulier-
ated prescrvalives into two olassps—
those which are undoubtedly injurious,
such as formaldehyde, ailicylioc seid
and suljhites, and those whose toxic
aotion is disputed, like borax and ben-
zoio nicd. The sale of the first olass
he says should be positively prohibited,
and makes the startling statemant that
in ¢vory case as much of the huriful
diug is used in preparing a pound of
meat or & quart of Jiquid as is presorib
od ag & ropulsr dose for ao adult, and
inmany casas seven times the ordinary
dose. [’rofossor Bigelow says that he
had great diffi sulty in obtainiog aammples
of most of the injurious preservatives,
their manufacturers and agents evident
ly knowing that thoy wore engaged in
an injurious and disrepntable basiness.
By his exposure of these frauds and
monac & to health Professor Bigelow
has done the counntry good service and
has suggested a most appropriate gub

BY THE SUPREME COQURT,

Tha Pecplea Must Repuciate its
Decision or Prepare for
tha Man on Horse
Back.

Hon. Wm J. Brysn has givenount an
extended statement besring upon the
Suprema Court in the intu'arcases, and
he uses for his text the words, **E

Lmperer
McK nley.” Mr. Bryan declares the

Sugreme Court has jrined haods with
the President and Congross in an ¢ ff irt
to change our form of government, and
ho calls npon the people to repudiate
thoverd’ect. Mr. Bryan says in part:

““By a vote of b to 4 the Supreme
Court has deolared President MeKinley
Emperor of Porto Rico and, according
to the press dispatoh, the Kmperor has
gladly and pratefully aceepted the title
conferred upon him by tho highest jadi-
cial tribunal of the lacd

“‘Those who were encoursged to be-
liove that the constitution had caught
up with the flag were doomed to disap-
po ntment. Inthe Downes case, decided
immediately afterwards a majority of
the court, composed of Justiocs Browa,
Gray, White, Bhiras and McKsnns,
held that Congress could deal with Porto
Rico, and the rame logio applies to the
Philippines without regard to the limi
tations of the constitutinos Chief
Juastios Fuller and  Associate Justices
Harlas, Peckham and Brewer d seented
in jirorg aad vigorous lapgusge, but the
opinioa of the majority, evenamajority
of one, stands unul it is reversed.
This is one of the most important de-
oiciong, if not the most important, ren-
dered by the Uourt; it mnot oaly de-
olarcs that Congress is greater than the
constitution, whioh oreated it—:he orea
turo groater than the creator—but it
donies the necessity fora written oon-
stitution.

‘*The position taken by tae court is
defended, or rather excused, by reason-
ing whioh, if followed out will destroy
oonetitutional liberty iu the United
States, Ivery reason given by Juatics
Brown could be used with even more
furse to supper: a decision nulliyfying
all limitations placed by the counstitu
tion on Congress when dealing with the
citisscs of the several Stgtes. If the
Porto Ricsns oan trust the wisdom and
justice of & Congress which they do not
elect aad canoot remove, why do the
people of the Uaited States need a con-
stitution to protect them from a Con-
gress whioh they do elect and oan re
move? The decision, in cfiect declares
that the people are not the eource of
power it defends taxation without re
prosentation and dooies that govern
ments derive their just po ser from the
consent of the goveroca,

‘““Lu assails the foundstions of the Re-
publio and does o on the ground of ex-
pediency. The dissenting opiniocs
bristle with gri:cedents and burn with
patriotism. They ough to awaken coa
sotentious Hepublicans to a realization
of the mesning of imperialisa.

*‘This decision, like the Dred Soolt
deecision, raizes a political izsun which
wust be settled by the peopla. The
Supreme Uoure Lias joined with the
President and Congress in an attempt to
chsnge the form of our governmeat,
but there yot rewains an appeal to the
people.

*‘In order to fully undersisnd these
opinions it wustbe known thatin ruling
that the Diogley tariff rates couli not
prevail azainst Porto 1L o the con-t did
uot aot on the theory that the constitu-
tion followed the flag during any of
these periods under cons deratiou.

“This ruling was t1ads beowuse, 1n
the opinion of the sourt,a lsw enacted
tor the purpose of levyisg tariff duties
against a foreign country sould not be
applied in levying tariff dutios sgainst a
country that was not ‘foreign.’

“In other words, if immediately after
the ratification of the pessa treaty Csn-
kress had ensoted & law lovying the
Dingley rates, eapeeislly azainst Purto
R:eo, those rates would have provailed.
Lo the court's opiuion the legality of
aoy tarifl rate between Porto Rico and
the Uniced Siates simply waited upon a
formal ast of Congress «siablishing
those rates s« app'ying to Porto Rieo.
The legie of this opinion as it apylies
to the right of Congress to levy tariff
customs would make it possible for Con-
gress to levy tariff duties on artices
coming from any Territory of the lUnited
States.

“"With respect to our rew posses
sions the decision is au  unfair oue,
beenuse it denies to them cqual trajo
privileges with other portions of the
United States whose sovercignty has
been established over them, and the
purpose of the legislation in providing
tor equsl trade pr.viloges was that no
seotion  eubjust o United Srates
sovereignty shall ever become tho vic
tim of discrimination. The prisciple
is ioline with the very foundation pria
ciples of this gcvarnment, which son
templated that all the people of the
United Siates should have equal privi
leges should be exempt from diserimi
uation and should enjoy the immunitics
which the constitution makers coaoasiv-
ed to be essential to the perpotuity of
free insitutions,

After an extended summary of Jus
tice Brown's roasoning Mr. Bryan coa-
tinuos:

Thronghout the wajority opinion,
delivered by Juastice Brown, runs to
theory that the Amerioan Congross
way do anythiog not forbidden in the
copstitution. This 13 one of the most
repugoant features of the opinion Jus-
tic Brown seems to have searched the
constitu'ion for yprohibitions rather
for that grant of power which the
Amerioan poople have always oinoeiv-
ed to be the true offize of that instru
ment,"

Mr. Bryao concluies a3 follows:

“I'o what a glorions field for inspeo
tion this justice of the Sapreme Court
has invited the Amerioan people.

“Under this ocpiaion wo are about to
embirk on Great Britain’s colonial
poliey and to romssure ourselves, to
quiet our oonscicnes, we bave but to
louk at the history of Great Britan to
wards ita ontlying possession since the
Ameiican Revolution.

“*An inspiring speotacle, indeod!

“We may look st South Africs where
(iroat Britain's unrestrained possession
of power has destroyed two promising
republios and has drenched the soil
with the blood of patriots; we may lcok
at India, whose peaple have been dying
by stwivation for years, at lreland,
where on sevoral oconsiors the bounty
and geonerceity of the Amerioan people
have buen neocssry in order to eave hu
man beings, Living undecr the sover-
eignty of Great Britain, from desth by
starvation,"”

Oge hundred aod
eighty years age Alexand r Pope, the
groat poet and philosopher, wrote:
“For modes of faith let graceless zealots

fight;
He can't be wroog whose life is in the right.
In faith and  hope the world will disagroe,
But all mankiml & concern is charity-"

Pope was a great and good man and
died s Christian  His devotion to his
mother was intense and beautiful He
took the tenderest care of her avd she
lived with him wntil she died, in her
ninety third ycar, This is tribute
enough for any man.

ILhere are wany men of many minds.
There are some in our day just like
those of Athens of whom St. Paul
wrote, “'Who spent their time in tolling
or hearing some new thing.” KEven
sowe preachers have a morbid: craving
for s.neation, aud thev create a com-
motion wherever they go. They ha-
long to the ohurch miiitant ecd believe
in thunder and lightning avd eyclones
aod even war as agenocics for the prop-
agation of Christianty, Toe unews-
papers are oroaxded with abstruse
csrays on the nmew religion both for
and sgainst.

Williaws, the negro, was tried and
found guilty of wurdering 0.is Word,
Jan. 1st, this yeas aud suntenced to ve
hanged Kriday, being refus da new trisl
by Judge Harris Friday mer ing,  His
sttorneys, Roese, Smith & Bojkin,
filcd w pill of «¢xeeptions aud ecarried
the cnso to thy supiems court. A large
crowd of peopls had cone o town 1o
witoess the haogick, aud when 1t was
learned that an appeal had been taken
to the sapreme ooure, de'ayiog execu
uon, theie was much ta k, whioh orys
talizod soon after ia the furmation of  a
mob.

At ncon the mob made an assan’t on
the jail. They battered down the out-
eitu 1ron door, despite tho waraing of
the shenff, and eutered the buildiag
They made a demand on tha sheni
for the key to the neerces coll, but
were refused.  With the refuss!, they
began their advaoos upoa tha she:iff
anithe few depities which ha had
been able Lo sumwon to his aid.

The geverucr was com-
wualealed with by tclephone and eaid
he would send two ocumpanies from
Atlanta =8 8000 as th y could be a:-
sembled.

Dariug the afternosn the m-b tole-
phoced the situation to friecd. in the
agjoiuing towns of Vi'la Kisa and
Tewple snd made an appeal for mors
wen to efiect the captare of the novro
Thia was commun cat.d also t» (Gov
Caodler and the governor s0on wir d a
proclamaticn to the people of the
county. It was read from the sreps of
the court bouse at 4 o'olock ty the
mayor. The goveraor commanded 1he
people to diaperse and said the entire
miiitary and oivil forocs of the State
would bo used to enforce order if neoes-
sary. T'he riadiogof the proclamation
sp,arently had a good ff ot, as many
p-ople were seen to mouat their horscs
aod lesve town.
