DR, TALMAGES DISCOURSE

On the Importance of Prompt Action
in Anything We Have to Do.

From a passage of Bnriiatura unob-
served by most readers Dr, Talmage in
this discourse shows the importanoe of
prompt action in anyihing we have to
do for ourselves or others; text, Koclesi-
sstes xi, 4, “*He that obscrveth the
wind shall not sow.”

What do you find in this packed sen-
tenoe of Solomon's monologue? 1 find
in it a farmer at his front door examin-
ing the weather. It isseedtime. His
fields have been plowed and harrowed.
The wheat is inthe barn insacks, ready
to be taken aficld and roattered. Now
is the time to sow. Bat the wind is
not favorable. It may blowupa storm
before night, and he may got wot if he
starts out for the sowing; orit may b2
s long storm, thet will wash out the
seed from the s=o0il; or there may have
been a long drought, and the wind may
continue to blow dry weather. The
parched ficlds may not take in the grain,
and the birds may pick it up, and the
labor as well as the sced may be wasted
So he gives up the work for that day and
goes into tho house and waits to sce
what it will be on the morrow. On the
morrow the wind is still in the wiong
direction, and for a whole weeck and for
month, Did

a you eover  see
such a long  spell of  bad
weather? The letbargio and over-

oautious and dilastory agriculturist al-
lows the season to pass without sowing,
and no sowing, of course, no harvest,
That is what Solomon means when he
says in his text, ‘‘He that observeth
the wind shall not sow.”

As muchin our time as in Solomonrie
times there is abroad a fatal hesitanay,
a disposition to let little thingastop us,
a ruinous adjournment. We all want
to do some good in the world, but how
easily we are halted in our endeavors.
Perhaps we are solicitors for soma great
charity. There is a good man who has
large means, and ho is aceustomed to
give liberally to asvlums, to hospitals,
to reform organizations, to schyols, to
churches, to communities desolated
with flood or devastated with fires
But that good msn, like many a good
man, is mercurial in his temperament.
He is depressed by atmoshperic
changes. Ile is always victimized by
the east wind. For this or that resson
you pottpone the charitable solizita-
tion. Meanwhile the suftering that you
wish to alleviate does its awful work,
and the opportunity for relief is past.
If the wind had been from the west or
northwest, you would have entered the
philanfbropist's counting room and
80 h.ML’tzi.l'.L_hu'._‘.huind was blow-
18g from the east or northeast, and you
did not make the attempt, and you
thoroughly illustrated wy text, ‘‘He
that observeth the wind shall not sow.”

There comes a dark Sabbath morping
The pastor looks out of the window and
sces the clouds gather and thon dis
ohn?e their burdens of rain, Instead
of a full church it will be a handful of
people with wet feet and the dripping
umbrella at the doorway or in the end
of pew.

And it is no casy thing
to defy publiu (.||:iuiu!'], to be run upon
by newspapers, to bo overbacled in so
cial circles, to bo mnathomatized by
thoss who heretofore were your friends
and admirers. It roquires a heroism
which few possess.

Yot no great roformatory or elevating
movemont has ever been acoomplished
until some one was willing to deny what
the world should think or tay or do
But there have been mon and women of

the corridors of history, examples for
us to follow. Charlos Sumuer in the
United States sepate, Alexander II.
Btephens in (igorgia convention, Savon-

arola staking his life in tima of perse
oution Martin  Luther tnghting the
battle for roligious freedom againat
the mightest mnathemas that were
ever hurled, William Carey loadiog
the missionary movement to save
8 heathen world while ohurchos

denounced him as a fanatio and with
attempting an impossibility; Jenner,
the hero of medicine, oaricutured for

Communities and ohurches and na-
tions sometimes are thrown into hys-
teria, and it requires a man of great
¢nuipoie to maintain a right position.
Thirty-three years there came a
timo of bitterness in.gomtrinln polities,
and the impeachment of a president of
the United States was demanded Two
or three patriotic men, at the rick of
losing their senatorial position, stood
out sgainst the demand of their politi-
cal mssooiates and saved the ocountry
from that which all people of all parties
now see would have been a oalamity
and would have put vvery subsequant
president at the meroy of his opponents,
1t only required the waitiog of a few
months, when time itself romoved all
controversy.

“Let us bave war with Hogland if
veeds be,” said the most of the people
of our northera states in 1861, when
Mason and Slidell, the distinguished
southerners, had been taken by our
navy from the British steamer Trent
and the Knglish government resented
the act of our goverpment in stopping
one of their ships. *“‘Give up those
prisoners,” sa’'d Great Britain. *‘No,"
gaid the almon. unaviwous opinion of
the north. *'Do not give them up. Lot
us have war with Eogland rather than
surrender them.” Then William W
Scward, scoretary of state, faced one of
the fiercost storms of publio opinion
ever secn in this or any other oouniry.
Seeing that the rotention of ‘those two
meon vas of no importanoce to our coun
try that their retontion would put Great
Britain and the United States into im
medizte confliot, he said, ‘‘Wo give
them up.” They were given up, and
throuneh the resistance of popular clamor
by that one man & worldwide calamity
was adverted.

Some of ns remamber as boys huzza.
ing when Kous:uch, tho great Hunga
rian, rode up Broadway, New York.
Moet Amerioars wora in favor of taking
gomo decided steps for Hungary. The
only result of ensh interference would
have been the sacrifisn of all good pre-
cedent and %ar with Eiropian nations.
Then Danial Webster, in his immortal
“Hulremann Jetter,” braved a whirl
wind of popular opinion and saved this
pation from useless forcign entangle-
ment, Webster did not obscrve the
wind when he wrote that letter. So in
state and ohuroh there have always boen
wen at the right time ready to face a
vation fall—yes, & world full—of op-
position,

How many there are whe give too
mnoh time t) watehing the weather vane
and studying the barometer!* Make up
you mind what you are going to do and
then go ahead and dost  There always
will he hindrapces. Itis a moral dis
aster if you sallow prudence to over
master all the other graces. The Bible
makes more of courage and faith and
perseveraue? thsn it does of eaution
It is not onoe s year tha: the graat
occar steamers fail to to sail at the ap
pointed t'ms becauss of the storm sig-
nals. L .t the weather bureau prophesy
what hurricane or oyeclone it may, next
Wednesday, next Thursday, next Sat-
urday, the steamers will put out from
New York and Philadelphis and Boston
harhors and will reach Liverpool and
Southawpton aud Glasgow and Bremen,
their arrivals as certain as their em-
barkation. They cannot afford to oon-
sult the wind, nor can you in your life
voyage.

The grandcst and best things ever ac-
complished have been in the teeth of
hostility. Consider tho grandest onter
yrise of the etervities—tho salvation of
a world, Did the Roman empire send
up invitation to the heavens inviting
the Lord to descend amid vooiferations
of welcome to come and take possession
of the most capacious and ornate of the
palaces snd sail Galilee with richest im-
perial flotilla and walk over flowers of
Solomon's gardens, which were still in
the outskirta of Jerusalem?

IL.it
were proper to do so and you should
gtand in any board of bank direotors, in
any board of trale, in any legislature,
state or natioosl, and ask all who were
brought up in luxury and ease to lift
their hand. here and there a hand might
be lifted. Bat ssk those who Fad an
awful hard timeo at the start to lift their
bands, and most of the hanus wonld be
bfud. The herocs of ohurch and state
were not brought up on cnfeotionery
aud oske.

Whether in your life it is a routh
wind or & porth wind, a west wind oran
east wind, that is now blo#ing, do you
not fecl liko eayiog: *'I'his whole sub
joot L now decide. Lord God, through
thy Son Jesus Oorist, my Saviour, 1 am
thins forever | throw my«elf, reokless
of everything into the ocean of thy
meroy."”

“*But," says some ¢na in & frivolous
and roliicking way, I am not like the
farmoer you find 1o vour text. I do not
watoh tho wind. What do I care about
tho weather vane? I amsowivg now.”
What are yousowing, my brothur? Aro
you sowing evil habis? Are you sowing
infidel and atheistic beliefs? Are you
sowing hatreds, revenges, disconlents,
urcliean thoughts or unclean actions? It
#0, you will raise a big orop —a very big
crop. [The farmer sometimos planta
thiogs that do not come up, and he has
to plaut them over agaia. But those
evil things that you bhave planted will
take root aud come up in harvest of dis-
appointment, in harvest of pain, in har-
vest of despair, in harvest of fire. Go
right through some of the wunhappy
homes of Washington and New York
and all the cities and through the hos-
pitals and penitentiaries, and you will
find stacked up, piled together, the
sheaves of such an awful harvest. Ho
sea, one of the first of all the writing
prophets, although four of the other
prophets are put before him in the canon
of Seripture, wrote sn astounding meta-
phor that may be quoted as deseriptive
o these who ds evil: “*They have sown
the wind, and they shall reap the whirl-
wind." Some on has said, “‘Children
msy be strangled, but deeds never.”

There are other persons who truthful-
ly say: *‘l am doing the best I osn. The
clouds are thick and the wind blows the
wrong way, but 1 am sowing prayers
and sowing kindaess and sowing help-
fulocss and sowing hopes of a better
world.” Good for you, my brother, my
sister! What you plant will come up.
What you sow you will rise into a har-
vost the wealth of which you will not
know until you go up higher. I hear the
rustliog of your harves: in the bright
ficlds of heaven. The soft gales of that
land, as they pass, bend the full headed
grain in curves of beauty. It isgolden
10 the light of & sun that never seis. As
you pass ino you will not have to gird on
the siokle for the reaping, and thers will
be nothing to reminds you of weary hus-
bandmen toiling under hot summer sun
on earch and lying down uader the sha-
dow of the tree at noontide, so tired
were they, so very tired. No, no; your
harvest will be reapcd without any toil
of your hands, without any beswesting
of your brow. Chuist in one of his ser
mons told how your harvest will be
gathered when he ssid, **Tne reapers
are the angels.”

A combination of astronomio events
out of the ordinary falls on and about

the opening of July. The opposition
of the planet Jupiter—The world
greater than all other planets and
mooons combined—falls on June 30:h,
and the opposition of Satura, the next
greatest planet, falls on July 6th. The
full moon, or moon in opposition to
es1th and sun, and henoeo in conjanotion
with both Japiter and Saturn, fallc on
July 1st. The planets Venus and
Mercuy are, also, in conjunotion with
each other and the earth on June 30th,
with earth and Mersury in aphelion,
and Venus in perihelion. Such a bal-
ancing and lining up of the worlds is
not an ordinary occurrence, and to say
just what the result should be, in
metoorological way, is not an entirely
easy thing in our present etate of
knowledge.

Added to sll the above, it must be
kept ‘n mind that we ate still near the
center of the Jupiter equinox, and that
a regular Vulean storm period extonds
from the 1st to the 6.h of July, wind-
ing up with moon on the o:lestical
cquator on the 6:h. Wo feel warranted
in saying that s maximum tendency to
seismio, eleotrioal and voleanio pertur-
bations ia more than prohable under
this condition of things. We kavs also
many times ealled attention to the fact
sush remarkable conjunctions and op
postions of other plancts with earth
»nd sun, has & marked tendency to
s0a'ter and segregate the salar energy
in that partof the celestial longituds
occupied by an unu ual ascewblege of
plauets.

Toese thines boing ressonably prob
able, we prediot that the world's oor
rees reccrd will shew a atate of cosmic
aod meteorologioal unrest during Lhe
closiog days of June snd well into
Jaly. Let it be positively understood
that we do not prediot an,thiog out of
aatura’s recular order, and that we
counsel quictness and peace of micd,
even in toe exereise of that caution,
forethought and watuhfulness whioh
should always bo exercised in the fase
f nature's vicissitudes and phenomena

The storm period central on July
3rd, shown in the storm disgram
will bring a series of very aotive
storms, during which the frequent and
marked fluctuations of the barometer
will both be an admonition and oconsti-
tute a siudy. The oncoming of storm
sreas may be attended with very high
temperaiurcs in roattered seotions of
this and other continents; but wa pre-
diot that the phenomenally low tem-
veratures will be realizsd generally.
Ordivarily, we would name the 3rd,
4th and Hth as days of greatest storm
dangor, but under the unususl condi-

tions prevailing, they are probable any

time from the 1st to the Gth.

Reactionary storm .onditions will
oxist on the 8.h to 10:h, continuing
probably over the moon's perigee on
the 11th. Falling barometer, rising
temperature and windy from the oast
and south will preceed tho actusl
storms and precipitation of this and all
other July periods.

I'he contral storm period for July
falls from the 13:h to the 18.h. The
crisis of this period will fall from Sun-
day, the 14:h, to Wednesday, the 1% h.
Barometrio and atmospberic conditions
will plainly indicate wheun storms are
gathering west of your loeality, and
Just as positively will the same things
indieate when the storm ccnrara have
goue oast of your losalitz, although the
path of the actual storms may not have
passed over your immediate scotion.
This central Vu'esn period for July is
embraced in the Venus period, shown
by the storm diagram to be central on
July 3lst. The one thing that gives
possible hope for rains ovar interior
parts of our ocountry during the last
half of July and che first haif of Au-
gust, is the presence of this Venus
period, If suflicient humidity should
uot be present during the regular storm
days in this Venus period, there is
great  probability of extreme heat aud
hot, withering winds, espzoially in the
open grain regions of the west and
northwest, Thunder gusts are slways
probable when the moon passes the
celestial equator insuwmmer, the 19.h
of July beicg suoh a date.

The stars prictzd in. connec'ion with
Suaday and Mondsy, the 215t and 22ad,
siiow that reactionary disturbanees are
due on and touching thoss dates. The
probability of rain and storms at this
time 15 incressed by the presenca of a
Mereury period, blended with that of
Venus, central of the 26.h and extend
g from the 21st to H$1st.

More or less rain with probable
cloudbursts, hsil and dangerous winds
need not eurprise auy one duriog the
storm pericd whioh is contral on the
26ith. Uae of the warmest terws of the
summer may be expecied in gouncotion
this n:;d

Their Origin.
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AN INTERESTING S8TORY

Which May B ar Rovision of an
Ante-Secession Flag Which
Became the Fieg of
South Carolina.

The first, says the Newport Newa Herald,
flag indicative of sebession was raised at
Charleston, 8. €., December 19, 1860, one
day prior to the passage of the ordinance
whereby South Carline withdrew from the
Fed: ral Union and declared its independence.
The flag is n flag of solid red, with a crescent
and a star, in white, quartered in the upper
left hand corner. Who designed the tlag is
not known to this writer; & number of
Charleston ladies purchased the material,
made it on the pattern dessribed, and ran it
up on the tall a*aff of the Custom [House, [ts
dimensiona were eight feet in length and six
feet hroal.

Later it became the naval fiag of South
Carolina and continued such to the cloge of
the war. Those made for the navy were
forked at the ead. The South Catolina prive-
teer Dixie, flying the star and crescent flag,
engaged the Usited Ftates batle ship
Keystoue State, nnd after  terrific fight, in
which the Keystone State suffered terribly,
the Dixie wes eaptured in & sinkiug sondition
it4 enricd orew being desd or disabied from
wouuils,

Tue critics ohjected to the red g with
ils wilvor quarterings, on the ground that
silver or white on red was non-heraluic. It
was oriticised also on the ground that it was
almost ideotical wih tae Turkish fag.
Those aud other points of ohjection, while
fuliing to atiract the sitention of the naval
communders, caused alterat'ony to be made
in the origiusl, after which the Legis-
Inture adopted the remodeiled pattern as 1ne
flnz of the sovercigaty of the State of Sou h
varolina,

CROS{ OF BT, GEORGE,

The revised South Carolioa flag bad the
oross of St. Georgs in blue a2 its chief quar-
tering, the oross emblazoned both on its up.
right and transveree, with white stars cor-
responding in number to the number of
States in the southern Confederacy. Another
alteration was that the small star in white
nppeariog on the original tlag near the ores-
cent was substituted in the flag of sover
eignty by a white palmetio tree

The first national flag of the Bouthera Con
federncy was adopted at Montgomery, Ala,
March 4, 1561, and was hoisted to the sum-
mit of the siatl of the Capital building in that
ciry, Miss L. U. Tyler, daughter of Ex-Piesi-
dent Tyler, puliing the cerd which sent the
Stars and Bars gliding gloriously up the pole
in the presence of & multitude who greeted
the new tlog with deafening cheers.

The Act of the Confederate Congress in
session at Montgomery. Ala  deciares that
the flag of the Confederate States of America
shall consist of n red field, with a white
space extending harizintally through the
the centre, and equal in width to one third
of the width of the tlag, the red space ahove
sad below to be the same width as the white:
3 cuanton of blue extending downward
turough the white space and slopping at the
upper border of lower red space. In the
centre of the blue canton stars currespond
ing in number 1o the nuwber of States 1n the
Southern Confederncy must ba placed in a
circle, 1he circle indicative of perpetuity.

THE VIRST rLag,

The first flag hore seven stars, that b ing
the number of States ia the Confideracy at
the time the Stars and Bars Lecame the
Southern tlag by enactment at Moutgimery,
Ala, on the date mentioned ashove Larer
became customary to make flags with thir-
teen siars, one for each of Lhe eleven seceding
& tates, one for Magyland and one for Ken-
tucky, and in some nstances the Stars and
Bars bore fouricen stars, the State of Mis-
#ouri being included in the Southern constel-
lation?

The Stars and Bars ceased (o be the legal
nationsl flag on May 1, 1863, an Aot of Con-
Eress passed on that date substituted anoiber
tiag hereafter to be described, but while the
Stars and Bars by the subsequent ensctment
ceased to be the flag of ne Confederate
ttates of America, to the end of the war it
fioated on many forts and was carried by
many regiment. Icis probable that when
Fathier Ryan wrote his immortal requiem of
the Loet Cause be had in mind the flag of
the Stars and Bars.

Ihe Beauregard Battle flag is the best
known emblem of the Lost Cause, nod the
history of its origin is exceedingly interest-

When wrappeu
on its stafl 4 few furls of the canton disap-
peared from view, leaving in sight only the
white fleld:  The soidiers ridiculed it as the
“Ulag of truce,”’ applying uther epithets, and
the uew flag fell 1uto disuse It is not likely
that many of them were ever made. There
are Confederate Veteraus now living who
never saw or heard of the flag of 1863, kuown i
Jjocularly as the tlag of truce, so-ciled by

the gallsnt boys wno believed with all the
ieal of their hearts and the courage bora of
deep conviction impressed upon their souls
that the white tlag would be raised by 1he
other side to the contentiou.

BEAUREGARD BHATFLE FLAG,

The national flag last suthorized by Con-
gress in a bill enscted March 4, 1865, con
sisted ot the flig with the spow-white field
described in the foregoing paragraph, being
the same in all particulars as the flag adopted
by the Jonfederate Congress, May 1, 1863,
with an additional quartering. consisting of a
vertical, bar of red at the end of the flag, the
red bar to be in width one half of that portien
of the flag between the right-hand border of
the canton and of the flag.

o addition to the Bewuregard battle flag
there were other battle tlags, which, while
not santioned by the Confeaerate Longress,
were used on bloody battletields with the
authority of generals ofcorps and divisions,
One of these battle flags was that borne by
the regiments and brigades of Gen. Pat Cle-
burne s divisions. It consisted of a ficld of
blue, bordered with white and a silver moon
juartered in the very centre of the blue field.
Tne veterans who fought under the com
mand of Gen. Pat Cleburne remember the
beautiful moon Hag, which in camp, on the
marsh, orin the tumult of battle, cheered
their hearts and aroused them to deeds of
va'or which are still going down the ages,
and will always have & p ace on the pages
of history.

Were no mention made of the “Binnie
Blue Flag that Bears a Single Star,” the
creation of that beloved ministrel of the
Soutn, Harry McCarthy, the title of the fag
describes it exactiy. It isa field of solid
b ue with a single large five.pointed star
quartered in its centre, It issaid that Harry
McCUarthy suw Texas soldiers at New Orleans
carrying the fiag and conceived the idea
that it vas the flag of the Confederacy, hence
the insp.-ation wnich came to the heart of
that sweet sioger brezking forth in song,
which will be neard when the grest-grand-
children of the veterans of the war will in
their turn be the ancestors of the coming
daughters and sons of the Southern Confed.
eracy.

A New Horse Disease,

Rocently a discase has appeared
among horses in New York which
seeme to be very fatal, and none of the
veterinary eurgeons seems to know
much about it other than that itis very
contagious. For some time horsemen
hereabouts have been apprehensive that
it would spread ms far as this State, and
bave been looking out for it with much
conoern. A telegram received by the
governor Friday may mean that it has
already reached South Carclina and the
veterinary surgeon has been asked by
the governor by wira to look after the
matter very oarefully. Here is the
telegram reocived, whioh is signed by
Mr. Lell)y -Springs of L uoaster:
‘'Piease have veterinary surgeons come
to Lancaster at once.  Kpidemio among
mules; ono dead; four sick. Looal
horsemen don't knowp anythiog about
it. Please sond him at onoe. Answer.”

SIXTY LIVES LOST.

Exigoerated Reports Caused by
Dead Bodies Baing Washed

UP AND FLOATING IN FLOOD,

Paris Van Dyka 8:w the Qreat
Co'umn of Water Rushing
Down Mountain Qorge
Upon His Home.

A dispatoh from Roanoke, Va., says
a telegram from Bluefi;ld Wednesday
afternoon says there are mo important
developments there. Repair work is
going shead with s rush and vigor.
Blucfiold is the great shippivg point
for the Pocahontas Coal company com-
ing east. It is said there that coal
fields will not be able to ship out any
coal for the next 30 days. Itis thought
at Blucfi-1d that the loss of life will
reach in the neighborhood of 60. The
ooal fields will suffer almost inosloul-
ab'e loss as a reeult of the washcd-out
tracks and demage to their machinery.

A gentleman arriving from the
stricken seotion gives an explanation
for the report first circulated that great
masses of human bodies were to be seen
fioating around in the water. It seoms
that thare is s graveyard between Nor-
folk Junotion and Keystose, which
towns are about a mile apari, and at
which point the storm was very severe.
I'his graveyard is nesr the bank of the
river which caused the great destruo
tion. When the flood oame the graves
gave up their dead and added grestly to
the bodies seen.

Mr. J. B. Frances, a Roanoke man
who is in Keystone installing a water
plant, and who was first reported dead,
has written—his wile telling her ho_ig !
safe and sound. “He has the followin
to say about the disaster: ‘*A big fl
visited the town last Friday night
Eve ybody had to go up on the moun-
tains. Men, women, and children were
drowned in the streets and houses went
floating down with people in them. All
our crowd are safe. We are entirely
caut off from the outside world and
provisions are getting very short. There
i2 now no waterin the town " Another
leiter Wedaesday from Keystone says
between 10 and 15 people were drowned
and 40 houses washed away at that
place.

Tsz well, Va, also ruffered from the
cloud:burst. The house of Paris Var
D, ke, four miles west of Tazewell, in
a gorge of the mountains, was washed
away. Van Dyke heard the roar of
water and started home from the field.
When a short distanoe from the hcuse
he saw the water iushing down the
mountains and tearing up and twisting
off giant trecs as if shrubs, the water
leaping 40 feet high and travelling with
frightful speed. Van Dyke rushed for
the house toward his family, but the
water overtock him and swept the
house and all its inmates away. Two
children, 5 and 7 years old. were in-
stantly killed, their brains being dashed
out sgainst the rooks and timbers. 'The
bodies wore washed tolow lands. A
little girl, 11 yearsold, holding s yonng
sister in her arms, was married 200
yards. The sister= tossed onthe waters
and when reroned were uncomscious.
Another mewb'r of the family died
Wednesday afternoon aad Mrs Van
ll)s ke is still unsonscious and cannot
ive.

At Cedar Bluff, 16 miles west of Taze
woll, 17 dwellings w ro swept away,
but o lives are lost. At P unding
Mill, four lives were lost. Krobe, a
smail town s ven miles west, was al-
m)st completely destroyed.
