In conneotion with the controversy
over Admiral Schley's actions during
the naval battle off Santiaga, opened
afresh by the charge of cowardice made
by Maolay, author of the Naval Aca-
demy text book, the Cincinnati Enquir-
er asked George K. Graham to fminish
an unbiased account of the battle.

*‘It has been and is still hard for we
to believe that Historian Maolay wrote
his attack upon Rear Admiral Schley
exocept by instigation and st the urging
of the navy department olique. Ho is
in olose touch with those who have pro-
vided the press and the ocivilian head
of the depariment with the material
that has been intended, dire failure as
it has been, to ohange the publio view
of Admiral 8shley's oharacter ae an of-
fice and man.

He has dared to do openly
what these sneaks of the naval clique
have not had the moral courage to do.
When has Oapt. Obadwick, Sampson’s
flag officer, dared to sssert that Sohloy
was & coward? When has he dared to
do otherwise than convey the material
to a New York journal for publication?
Did Robley Evans, ho of the fighting
cognomen, first person the autcbio-
graphy he wrote? Did Sigsbee dare to
do it exoept to stultify himself by de-
nying conditions whioh he had previous-
ly detailed in his 1eports to the depart-
ment?

EXPURGATED REPORTS,

‘‘Maclay, it is asserted, wrote his
oriticism Irom naval reports. What
naval reports? The expurgated things
that have been foisted upon the puo
licor, or the real reports of commanding
cfficers? I have i1n my possession the
report of the battle of Santiago written
by two officers of the converted yacht
called the Vixen. Itis signed by Licut.
Alexander Sharpe, and 1t was hus ao
count of the fight as he eaw it at short
1apge, the only naval cycwitness not
engaged in fighting. I placcd it along
sido the navy department’s book pur-
porting to print it, and L fiad it has
been expurgated so as to give but little

oredit rovklyn, and 60 as mot
to difslose th I position of Sawpson's
, the New - SEN

It is olaimed thatthe Brooklyn ran
from the enemy dnﬂngﬂ the fight, and
that in that movement Sohley display-
ed oowardice, At the outset let me
say that the movement of the ship
showed the grestest good judgement,
and probably saved the cruiser from be-
ingsunk or disabled. When the enemy
was sighted coming out the Brooklyn
moved straight for the entrance st the
rate of about seven konots an hour and
continually increasiog her speed.
THAT FAMOUS LOOP,

*The ships of the enemy were mov-
ing out toward us at the rate of about
11 knots an hour, and the distance to
travers was only five miles. We had
opened fire with our port battery, the
guns beiog trained slmost direotly for-
ward, Tho turniog circle of the Brook-
Iyn is 1,000 yards, and if we had 1urn-
ed in toward the shore that would have
allowed the Visoaya to have gone be-
tween us and the Texas, and would
have opened our unprotected side to
the concentrated fire of the Bpanish
vessels, and also have intercepted the
fire of our own ships. I stood on the
wop of the forwsri eight inch turret
locking direotly over the bow, and 1
know that we were never near enough
to the Texasto hurt her, and we dad
not block her fire for an instant.

““If Capt Phillip backed his engines
when he saw us turning it was because
through the smoske he oculd not quite
tell how we were moving, aod he knew
that he had to follow the motions of
our ship, and not do as be plersed. The
flag ship always has the right of way.
Up to the time we 1urned we had been
hit only twice. After we turoed we
were hit 27 times by projecsles and 156
times by flying picocs, and afier we
turoed wo icfe the marks of five-inch
shells upon every Spanish ship.

With the ocourrence of rain where
drought previously prevailed, exsept in
Teonessee and Arkansas, where it con-
tinues dry, and with generally dry,
weathe: where heretofore there has
been an exc'ss of precipitation, there
has been a decided improvement in the
condition of ocotton during ths past
week. Picking has begun in Texas,
snd bolls are beginning to open in our-
tain localities Lthroughout the Atlantio
Ststes. Ascompared with reports of
previous years, there is less shedding
than usual, but the plants sre smaller.
Over the ceatral portion of the belt
the cotton crop is exoeptionally prom-
ising. If ootiton continues to improve.
duriog the critical month of August,
or aven holds its present condition, the
yicld will be equal to or above the
average, over the whole belt.

In North Oaroline, very favorabloe
woather conditions prevailed generally
throughout the Btate. Theinfluence of
the hot, dry weather was immediatoly
apparent in the improved oondition of
cotton, especiallp where it had received
good oultivation; laying by ootion is
under way. Lo some places eotton has
too much weed, in orthers it is very
ewall, and generally it is not frulting
very rapidly; in somo northern couuntics
it is only just beginning to bloom, the
bolls do not seom to be maturing very
well; complaiats of lios on cotton are
very few.

In South Carolina, cotton improved
steadily th:ongheut tho State, and in
most places is fruiting well, espeoially
on stiff, olayey or red lards, while on
whi'e or sandy lands the improvemant
i8 less prounonvesd. Most cotton re
wains small and late, but is green aad
growing. Some fiolds are still grassy,
Lies are reported from a faw looalities,
but have done no great dameage, Uater
pillars infest cotton in O asgeburg
county. Open bolls are reported from
Hsmpton 35unty. Fes ieland is in good
condition, with the exooption of blight
ia ppots, Laying by cotton is nearing
vompletion.

In Geargis, the wosther of the past
week was generslly favorable to grow-
ing orops, although partial drought pre-
vails over limited areas in the southern
portions of the State. In the majority
of the oounties tho rainfall was suf
fioient for prezent needs. Raports on
the astton orop aro of a more onsourag
ing character than for some time past.
In a few southern seotions the crop is
suffaring for moisture and is sosld:d,
wilted, aud blcoming at the top from
the «ff.ot3 of the drought. Klsewhere
the p'ants have taken on & vigorous
growth and are fruiting and bolling
heavily. Some bolls aie opening in
early fields,

In Ficrida, rainfsll has been gener
ally liesl over norilior and central
portions. The disiribution wss more
general in the northern and uver por
tions of the westere district. [u sce-
tions of Suwaree oounty no rain has
fallen duriog the last four week:: ad-
irining sestions report ampls precipita-
ion. Cotton sdvanced during the week,
althcugh there is complaict of rust apd
sheddiog where precipitalion was ex
c2881va.  ltis beiog well cultivated.

ally favoracle, except "in  morthern
countics where hotsnd dry weather pre
vailed; in middle and southern counties
showers full on sever iays, bein:

In Mitsissippi, exoept in the norihera
portion of the State, the week was
qaite favorable forall crops. Whero
goods rains have fallen cotton has mado
& very rapid growth and is fraiiiog
well. Aliitle snedding isrepsrted from
some seotions. Ia the northera ecounties
lowland cotton is doing fairly well, but
on uplands it continuas to show the
ill effeets of dry weather by blooming
to the top.

Iu Louisians, plontiful showers and
sensonable temperatures have pravsiled
generally throughout the State during
the week just ended. In many places,
especislly in the southern parishes,
more rain fell than was neceded, and
more, io faot, than is good for the
staple orops where tho land is no! well
drained. Cotton is reported doing well
in all sections, exsept in a few in
gianoes where the raicfall was cxoes
eive. Old cotton shows singns ¢f a seo-
ond growth, whioh it is thonght will
csuse gomo shedding, but the increased
sizy of the stalk, it is anticipated, will
compsasate for any loss from that
cause.  Youog cotton is making good
and rapid growth and fraiting niocely.

In Tennessee, the disastrous ¢ rought
which was prevailing over the greater
portion of the Siate st the last report
has continued during ths psst weck
with iroreased intonsity, exeept in two
or threo counties in the castern por-
tion, where good local rains bronght re
lief, Genorally, however, conditious are
fast approching the serious stage—and
thia is espeoially trus as to the western
division, and portions of the middle
divieion—where the later orops that
have, up to tne Iast week, been holding
up fairly well, are now boginning to
show signs of rapid deterioration, and
unlass relief eomes very soon they will
prove eutire failures. Cotton, which
bas stood the drought fairly woll, and
slthough smsll, has been fruiting satis-
faclorily, is now beginoing to shed its
formas,

In Texas, the weather conditions dur-
ing tha past weok have te:n generally
favorable to all agricaltural interests,
The long continued drought has been
cither partially or completely broken in
portions of the State. A groat msny
looalitios still need moisture, but even
whore no rain ocoarred the prevailing
clondy and damp conditions have af-
forded at loast temporary relief. The
outlook for cotton is improved, although
raports from distric 8 whera the rain.
fall was insuffioient indioate that many
fisld¢ ara still ina precarious condition.
This orop, even uuduer the most favor-
able ojnditions, i3 below the avorazo,
but it is fruiting well, and whers suf
ficient rain fell is-rapidly catohicg up
with tho seasoos. A few somplaiats
of shedding are reccived, snd iu some
seotions it is blooming to the top. Cot
ton has begun to opon rapidly in the
south and southwest, and soms picking
has been dono in theso seotions. The
corn orop in Texas is about mads, and
exsepling tle late planted, was not
bonfited by the recent rains.

In Arkansas, tha temperatura oin-
tinuos high., Looal showers ocourred
throughout the Buate, but a5 a rule

A Valuable Find,

Information received at Covelo, in
Mendocino county, Cal.,, from Caspar,
& seacoast town and post, 35 miles
saway, gives the particulars of a val-
uable find of ambergris afloat, discovr-
ered by a lumber steamer on her re-
turn from Skagway, Alaska. The
na.ne of the vessel i3 not given. A
small lump of dirty, gray, greasy
stuff was picked up by the crew ni.x’
weeks ago after discharging a cargo
of Jumber at an Alaskan port. Thel
lump weighed about 75 pounds, and '
when taken on board was found to be
pure ambergris, more valuable than
gold and worth $27,275, Amhergrin’
is supposed to be a substance formed
by a disease of the stomach or the ;
gall ducts of the sperm whale. It is
ejected by the animal and floats upon
the water or is cast upon the shore
and buried in the sand. It is used to
fix valuable perfumes, and for that
reason as well as for its rarity and
the diffistilty of encountering it its
price ordinarlly ranges from $£370 to
$400 & pound. Gold is worth about
ten dollars an ounce and $256 a pound
avolrdupols.—Kansas City Call.
