TALMAGE'S SERMON

In Which He Corrects False Notions

About Religion,

In this discourse Dr. Talmage cor-
rcote some of the false notions wbout
religion and represent: it as being joy
inspiring instead of dolorous; text LI
Chronioles ix, 9, ““Ol spioces grest
abunflance; neither was there any such
spioe a8 the quoen of Sheba gave K ng
Solomon.”

What is that buildicg out yonder
glittering in the sun? Have you not

heard? Itisthe house of the forest of
Lobanon. Kiog Solomon has just
taken to it his bride, tho princess of
Egypt.  You see the pillars of the por-
tico and & groat tower, alorned with
1,000 shields {of gold hung on the out-
side of the tower—500 of the shields
of gold manufactured at Solomon's or
der, 500 were captured ky David, his
father, in battle. Sece bow they blaze
in the noonday sun!

Solomon goes up the ivory staira of
his throne between 12 lions in statuary
and sits down on the back of the gol-
den bull, the head of the huge boast
turned toward the people. The femily
and the attendants of the king are so
many that the caterers of the palaoce
have to provide every day 100 sheop
and 13 oxon, besides the birds and the
venison. 1 hear the stamping and paw
ing of 4,000 fine horsos in the royal
stables. Thero were important «ffiziels
who had ohargo of the work of gather-
ing the straw and the barley for theso
horses. King Solomon was au early
riser, tradition says, and used to taken
ride out at daybreak, sad when, in his
white apparel, behind the swifiost
horses of all the realim and followed by
mounted archers in purplo, a4 tho caval
cade dashed through theo streets of
Jerusalem I suppose it was something
worth getting up at O o'oloek in the
morning to look at.

Solomon was not like some of the
kings of the present day—ocrowned im
becility, All the splendors of his pal-
ace and retinue were eolipsed by his in-
telleotusl power. Why, ho seemed to
know evergthing. He was the first

:?:ligiou l:enhing, whether it be in
the prayer meeting or in the Sunday
sohool or in the church. We miniaters
need more fresh air and sanshine in our
lungs and our heart and our head. Do
you wonder that the world is so far from
being converted when you fiad so little
vivaoity in the ulﬂ and in the pew?
Wo want, lika l.ge rd, to plant in our
sermons ard exhortations more lillies
of the field. We want fewer rhotorioa!
elaborations and fewer resquipendalian
words, and when we talk socut shadows
wo do not want tosay edumbration, and
when we mesn quoerness we do noi
want to talk abous idiosynorasises, or if
a sliteh in the baock we do not want to
talk about lnmbago; but, in the plain
voroaoular of the great masses, preach
thatgospel which proposes to make all
men happy, honest, viotorious and free.
Ia orther words, we want mora cinns-
mon and loss gristle, Lot this be so in
all the different departmeonts of work to
whioh the Lords calls us. Let us be
plain. Lot us be earnest. Let us be
common sonsical. When we talk to tho
prople iaa vernacular they can under-
stand, they will be very glad to coms
and reoeive the truth we present.
Would to God that Q 1een Balkis wounld
drive lier spice laden dromedaries into
all our sermons and prayer weeoting ex-
hortations!

Daring the faneral Thursday after-
noon sall the stores of Bremen wera
closed and the Methodist church was
orowded to the doors. Mr. Jollic was
one of tho most popular and beloved
residents of the town.

That he had deliberately planned the
rash deed and counted thecost is shown
by the following letter left to his wile:

‘‘My Dear Procious Klla.—1I rogret to
tell you thatioan offort to ger back
what T lost last fall I have lost every
dollar [ had, and all [ coutd borrow, and
now I am ruined and have debts star-
ing at me everywhere I go. I have not
the courage to meet them or to make
it known toyou whilo Lam alive, know-
ing you will for give mo when [ am
dead.

“Now, I ask that you pay, as soon ss
you can, the following smounts that 1
owa.

Here follows an itemiz:d statement
of indebtedness, amountiog to #8554,
$450 of this consists of notes due on
house and lot and 451 is principally
borrowed money, all ot which was used
to buy futures in sugar, rubber ote.

*I told Mr. Hunter the other night
I had paid thelacd note, wshich was
my first lie. Ask him to for give me
and I also ask yours,

also owe $20 0g tho piano note
and tho part of the noto due Septem-
ber 1st.

*‘This statement is made for your
ptotection after I am goie, You can
do as you like about paying for the
home. You know there has oaly been
#$30 paid. It would pot be wuch loss
to count off the rent, thouzh it isa
nice, cheap plscs, and you might get
some discount to pay it,

1 leave you #1,700 inosurance. Of
courie there will nue be very mach lefe
you to pay mydebts, andthe plase, but
enough | hope to keep you from work-
ing too hard at too rough work,

‘L have prayed God 1o forgive mo for
the taking of my owa life, but I don't
kzow “ow it will he, KEiernity looks
long and Lean't say how it will be with
me, though 1 hope to meet you in
Leaven. Now good bye, my swest,
true love, and don't think tock hard of
me.

“‘Tell peopls I sm unt orazy. Don't
tell anyone why, it might injare you in
getiing vyour insurance. [ gave Pro-
tessor Holland my notes fora polioy a
fow days ngo. Dou't suppose they will

be any gocd mow, but | had no idea
this would happen then. Get the notes
or policy, “JJim."

Exchangs for Them,

To the Editor of the News and (ou
riet: The farmara of this Siate are
more iotercsted in the cotton ce-d qaes
tion that they are ic the Tillman and
McLaurin wrangle 83 to the purity of
their Demoeraoy and the degoneracy
of their manhcod. These two men,
imporiant &s they seem to be, will aoon
pa3ss and be forgotion but cotton seed
in here to stay and play an important
part in  the business problems of the
farwers.

Tho purchase of most of the large oil
miilsin this and adjoining States by
the Virginia-Oarolina Chemioal Com-
pany may not tend to a monopoly of the
busincss, but it has a cortof leaning in
that direotion. Mveu before this oor
peration came into existenca there were
ccriain combinations amongst mill men
that endeavorad to fix the price of gend.
It stands to resson that the Virginia
Carolion Chemioal Company will keep
up the same plan. That lesves the far
mer io the condition that he has to se ]
at the fixed price or held his seed

Socd 18 worth ss much for manure
when not croshed as waen crushed. At
the Mississippi experiment sration
aciualy cxperiene and chemical asalysis
demongtrate that the ram seed fed pro.
perly 18 worth cqaally as much as the
mesl avd hulis.  The farmers by keap-

I'ne tigures given above aro only Ap
proximately oorrect, but they are ncar
enough 1o exaotness to form a basis fcr
figuring a little on the problem. Lisad-
ing farmors conld even oall & moeting
sud ask ropreseniative mill men to be
presont and 1o a business way talk the
problem over. It would do no harm.
The mill men bave their meetings and
gever 1nvite farmers to attend and dis-
ouss the price of seed. G P

NO CLUE TO THE THIEVES.

Cleaned Up About Saventeen
Theusard Ouncss of Gold,
Worth Ovar Three Huadred
Thousand Dollars.

Gold bricks valured at $340,000 were
stolen during Tucsday night from the
Selby Smelting works at Vallejo, Uol.
The robbers evidently had beea work-
ing on the job for two or three months.
They had dug a tuonel from outs:de
the house, beginning with a shaft about
three foot desp. Thenoe they worked
underpeath the vault ard striking up
wards, bored s hole in the strong room
fisor. The hole was shaped like the
manhole of a boi'er. Part of the holes
were bored two months ago, it is
thought, and the last one was com-
pleted during the night. Through
that hole they took the gold brisks and
near tho mouth of the tunnpel east of
the works, where they were evidently
pleced in a boat. 11 thelr hurry the
Eob}ir.-ra left two of the brieks on the

ank.

During the night ons of the work-
men reported to one of his fallows that
he heard a noise in the stroog room
and declared it was a ghost. The oth-
ers ridiouled him for his euperstition,
but no investigation was made to see
what caused the noise. Ihe entrance
to the tunoel was covered with a frame,
over which the employes of the smelt-
ers passed every day. but noone ssemed
to notioe snythiog out of the way.

Sherifi Veale of Contra Coata coanty,
his deputies and Chief of Pulice San-
ford of Vellejo havebeen notified snd
are now at the works. The police of
San Franci:co and all the bay cities are
all at work on the oase, but so far there
is not the slightest clue to the robbers,
The work was that of skilled men and
their elaborate plans were carried out
without & hitoh. Taey got all the bul-
lion in the vault, leaving behind only
tho two bricks which were dropped on
the shore. Only one day's asoumula
tion of refised gold was kept at the
works,

The tunnel that the robbers exea-
vated was about three feet in dismeter
and gave them plenty of rocm in which
to work. It is supposed the dirt from
the tunnel was taken out at night and
dropped in the bay. First reports
stated that the tunnal was two or three
hundred feet long, but sccording to
lato advices it is only about ten feet
in length. The shaft was started olose
to the wall and %as sunk below the
foundation. Thence it wasonly s short
d'sianee acvdar the flaor of the vaalt.
Ttis thought the men who committad
the robbery took their plunier away in

a lsunch and made off directly for San |

Francisoo. There are plenty of places,
however, to which they may havs gone
—either np the Ssorameato river or to
the shore of any cf the vumerons bays.
