That Is What Is Said of the Postal
Department,

A solf sustaining service, brought
by the yesly increase of the postal
revenes resultiog from general exten-
sior of rursl frec delivery is the conslu-
sion reached by First Assistant Post-
master General Wm. Johoson in his
snnual report.

Ol the gross postal rovennes of tho
United Btates for the past fisesl Toar
$74.205 504 oame from 866 delivery
cities. The remsining 3 600 prasid n-
tisl postcflines vielded £16 (63, 252,
while the $72 479 fourth olass posi-
offizes produced $18,913 519,

Mr. Jokpson says the fast (hat tha
postal cervios in the largest citios is
practioally perfeot is the explanation
of why the aonual perceniage of in-
orcase in tho revenue of the free de
livery postoffices should be thres times
greater than in the smaller oilies and
five timos a8 largs e wnat of tho fourth
olass offises. As rural free delivery
resclies out into tho couatry giving
equsl feoilities withoui regard to looeli
ty, ho says ic inoresses the rovenuaes at
a rate at loast equal to that maintained
in the free dolivery cities, where, dur-
ing tho past five years, it has averaged
8 por cent. At the end of tha presens
nscal year B 600 rural routes wiii be in
sucoessful operation, 6,000 being in
effaot by Deoember 2 Tho latter figuro
represcuts jast B0 years ago. Tho in-
exible polivy is anvounced of avoiding
horeafter maintenanoe of nanecsseary
posteffices and superfluous star routes
contomporancously with rural free de-
livery routes. On July 1 last the
force of 4,301 rurel oarriers was sery-
iog 2,840,644 people at a fraction over
75 ocots por ospits, and on Desembor
oexy, 4,000,000 of the rural population
will be erjoying free delivery, Kvery
establishment of & roate, the rapori
eays, is followed promptly by a steady
ivoreass in the volume of msil, both
delivered and collected.

The oity free delivery now embrsocns
8ti6 oities and towns, including four in
the now insular posseseions, sll those
cmployiog an army of 16,389 uni

formed who collect and oRrry
the mails two or more times each work
iog day to 92,000,000 patrons. The

total cost par annum to the depariment
for this servioo is 60 cents par oBpita
