, Lieut. Gen. Wade Hampton was
born in Charleston on March 28, 1818,
In Hasel street, within the sound of
the chimes of old Saint Michaels, he
first saw the light. His great grand
father came from Virginia to the
colony of South Carolina prior to the
Revolution and settled in Spartanburg
district, where he and most of the
family were murdered by Indians in

1775. Several of the sons including
Gen. Hampton's grand father were
away ab the time and escaped the

massacre, and all served in the War
tor Independence. Wade Hampton,
the deceased general's grand father,
was in Washington's eavalry, and was
lieutenant colonel at the battle of
Eutaw. The swish of Col. Hampton's
sword was always heard in the charge.
In the war of 1812 this soldier was o
general.  1le was one of the first cot-
ton planters and acquired mwuch land
in Mississippi and Louisiana as well as
South Carolina. Col. Wade Iamp-
ton. the dead chief's father, wis u
planter with large estates. and he
loved blooded stock. Ie had a private
race track at his beautiful home near
Columbia, burned by Sherman, Col
Hampton was a warrior alse.  He
served on Gen. Jackson's stail at the
battle of New Orleans and bove news
to Washington, riding one horse the
entire distance to Columbia, at the
rate of 72 miles a day.

A Fedoral Officer’s Tribute to Cen.
Micih Yenkius of the

CONFEDERATE STATES ARMY.

A Graphic Description of the Battle

of the Wilderness Where ‘That

Gallant  sSoldier Gave
Up His Life.
Mr. T. R. Lackie, of Detroit,
Mich.,, who was an oflcer in the

famous Sixteenth Michigan regiment,
writes to the Atlanta Journal a cor-
rection of the statement going the
rounds that Gen. Micah Jenkins was
killed at  Gettysburg, and gives in
detall the circumstances connected
with his death in the buttle of the
Wilderness on the 6th of May, 1564,
to which is added aglowing tribute to
Gen. Jenkins from the pen of this
pallant Federal officer:

The circumstances conneeted with

the death of that very distinguished
officer were as follows:  All day the
5th and until about 10 a. m. the Gih,

Generad - A. Pr HII's corps had been
contending  against vastly superior
numbers of Federal froops. On the

fatal moraing of the 5th lancock
had advanced his corps on Hill's posi-
tion, and forced the Ilatter almost
back to his artillery line badly broken
and worn out by inecessunt fighting.

Disaster to the Confederate army
seemed assured.  General Lee  was

with the artillery and directing the
re-formation of the broken lines,  1le
had sent for his old war horse (Long-
street) and was anxiously waiting his
coming—always reliable and on hand
at the right moment, he is seen com-
ing down the Orange plank road, his
magnificent men on the double-quick,
resistless as the ocean tide! Grego's
Texans are deployed into line and
immediately advance with that never
to be forgotten yell. The immortal
