‘The whele is put in eperation
with a drum and band, as in the ordinary Gin, and
may be propelled by horse, steam, or water power.
It inay also be propelled by iron running gear.
The foree required to work 1t, is about the same as
that necessary to move an equal number of sawsin
the common Gin.

It is desirable, when planters give orders for Gins,
they should accompany them with their views in
regard to the armnﬁement of saws, breasts, brush-
es, &c. Itis found they differ in opinion  Bome
desire sawy of larger dinmeter than o hers. The
most common size 189 or 10 inches ; but some wish
them 12 inches. Some wish b or 6 rows of brushes
on an axle, while others do not want more than 4
at most. Some wish saws withi B or 9 teeth to the
inch. while otliers want 10 or 11.  With so mueh
disercpancy, we prefer they should, at the time of
giving orders, turnish a statement of their wishes,
and the manuficturerers can fulfil them in every
particalar. Where 1t is left to our discretion, we
shall make them on the most modern and approved
plan.  An order can be exceuted, from the time it
18 received, in the space of eight or nine weeks,
and the Gin in that time pliced in the hands of the
fuctor. To be in time for the next cror, all orders
ought to le in the hands of the manufacturers by
the first or middle of May ; except for plantations
where they are late in commencing to pick or gin
cotton.
