No man healthy
of body and mind wants to go now,
The man who hurle himself out of
this lite s either an agnostic or is
demented or finds life insufferable
and dogms not care where he lands,
This fa the best world wo ever got
got into, and wo want to stay here
ae long as God will let us atay. But
when the last page of the volume of
our earthly life is ended we want en-
rollment in Heavenly citizenship. We
want to get in oaslly,. We do not
want to be challenged at the gate and
aslced to show our passports, We do
- mot want the gatekeeper in doubt ns
1o whether we ought to go in at all,
We do not want to bs kept in the
porticu of the temple until consulta-
tion is mado as to where we came
from and who ws are and whether
it 18 mafo to admit us, lest we be a
disoord in the etornal hnrmonies cr
lower the spirit of Heavenly worship.
When the apostle P’cter in the text
addresses the people: “For so an en-
trance shall bo administered unto
you abundantly,’ he implics that
some will find admlission into Heaven
easy, rapturous and acolamatory,
while others will have to squeeuze
through tha gata of Henven, if they
et in at all, They will arrive anx-
ous ond excited and apprehenslve and
wrondering whether it will be "Comel"
or "Gol" The Bible speaks of such
persons as ‘“scarceiy saved,” and in
another place as ‘‘saved as by fire,"”
and in another place as esonped ‘'by
the skin of the teeth,"

Carrying out the suggestion of my
text, I propose to show you what
alasses of Christigne will get into
Heaven with 2 hard push and those
who wili bound {n amid salutations
infinite, In the first clnsa I put that
man who gets into the kingdom of

. God at f'he close of n-life all given

to worldliness and sin. Ycears ago he
madoe the resolution that he would
serve himsolf and serve the world un-
til body, mind and soul were exhaust-
od and then, just before going out of
this life, would seek God and pre-
pare to anter Heaven. He carries out
his resolution, He genuinely repents
the Iast day or the last hour or the
lagt minute of his life. He takes the
last gont in the last car of the last
Atrain bound Heavenward., IHis re-
o loaned and immortal spirit ascends.
Not one wing bears down toward him

; with a welcome. No sign of gladnesa
i at' his arrival, None there obligated
~to him for kindness done or alms die-
help adminjs-
tered, He will find some place to
astay, but I do not envy that man his
/Heaven, Mo got in, but it was not
" 'an.abundant entrance.

} Somelmes in our pulpits we give

& wrong turn to the story of the

dying thlof to ‘whom Christ eaid:
**Ahis day shalt thou be with me in
Paradise.”| We ought to admire the
meroy of Christ that pardoned him in
the last hour, but do not let us ad-
mire the dyirg thief, When he was
arvested, I think his pockets were full
of atolen coin, and the coat he had
on hin back was not his own, He
stole right on until he was arreated
for his orimes, He ropented, and
‘‘¢hrough great meroy arose to Para-
diwe, but he was no example to fol-
low., What a gigantic meanness to
devote the wondrous equipment of
brain and nerve and musecle and bona
with whioh we are endowed, these
miraoles of sight and hearing and
speech, to purpoges unworthy or pro-
fane, and then, through hasty repent-
ance at the last, onter Ifeaven!
Cheating God all one's lifetime and
then taking advantage of a bankrupt
law and made free of all .iabilities.
I should think that some men would
bo ashamed to enter Heaven or would
prefer some medium place in tho wide
universe where the palaces are mnot
s0 effulgent and the trees bear not
more than six instead of twelve man-
ner of frulte and the soclal life is not
80 exnlted.

Agwin, the bigot wlll not have whati
my text calle an abundant entrance.
Ho has hls bedwarfed opinion as to
what all must believe and do in order
to gain celestial residence. He has his

. ereed {n one pooket and his catechism
* in another pocket, and it may be a
good oreed and a good antechism, but
he uaes them as sharp swords against
thode who will not accept hia theorles,
¥ou must be baptized in his way or
gome to him through apostolic succes-
elon or be foreordalneu of eternity, or
you.are in an awful way. He shrivela
up and shrivels up and becomes move
aplenetio until the time of his depar-
ture s at hand, He has enough of
the ealt of grace to save him, but hia
entrance into Heaven will be gsome-
thing worthiwatching, What do they
want with him-in Heaven, whero they
have all gone into eternal catholicity,
one grand commingling of Methodists
and Baptists and lipiscopalians and
Xutherans and Congregationalists and
Presbyterians and a score of other de-
nominations just es good as any I
- have mentioned? They all join in the
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herpera on thelr havps u_ng- trumpets
the Lamb that was slain to receive
bleseing andirichea and honer and
glory aud power! (i

The bigot ascends witn justienongh
grace to save him, As ho comes up
to' the shining gate he sees standing
fnslde of it some whom 'ho used ig
meet every Sunday morning on the
street going to some othev church of
gome other’ denomination,’ and ' he
crien out: ‘“Are you there?" 1 never
e¢expeoted to see you in such a glorious
place.  You were mll wrong in your
religious theories on earth wund in
your form of church government,
How did you get in?" ' “Saved by
.grace,” is the Meavenly reply. '‘Saved
by gracel” ‘Lhe bigot is embarrassed
and feels for his creed and his cate-
chism, and, lo, they wera left on the
banke of the River Jordan aa ho
passed through, and he cries out:
I thinle I will have to enter on the
same terms, Baved by gracel Baved
by gracel’!

Again, the penurlous Christian will
nat have an abundant enirance, DPer-
haps he was not converted until all his
habits of tight-fistedness were fixed
beyond recovery. The people who are
genorous were taught to be generous
in ohildhood, You can tell from the
way the boy divides the apple what his
oharaoteristics for generosity or mean-
ness will be for the next 80 years, if he
lives so long. If he eat it nll himaelf
while others look wistfully on, he will
be a Shylook; if he glve half of it to
some eno who has no apple, he will be
an ordinarily generous man; if he give
three-fourths of it to another he will
be a Baron Hirsch or a George Pea-
body,

For 30 years this man has been pracs
ticing an economy which prided itself
on never passing a pln without pleking
it up, and if he responded at all in
church would put on ihe colleotion
plate so insignificant a coin that he
held his hand over it so that no one
could disgcover the smallness of the
denomination. Somewhere in the fif-
ties or mixiles of his life, during a re-
vival of religion, he becamo a Chris-
tian. He is very much changed in
most respects, but his all-absorbing ac-
qulsitiveness still influences him. "o
exiraos irom him n gift {or an ctphan-
age or a churgh or n poor woman who
has just been burned out Is an nohieve-
ment. Youand I know very good men,
their Christian obharactar bevaend dis-
pute, and yet they are prounounced by
all as penurious, end thoy kmow it
themselves and pray agalnst it. Wo
all have our bad hablts, and yet expect
to get to Heaven, and this skinflint has
his mighty temptation, Tho passion
of avarloe well {llustrated its strength
when in one of the housea of exhumed
Fompell was found the skeleton of a
man who was trying to escape with 60
coins and a sllver saucepan. I'or thaose
valuables hs dared {he askes and
seorla of Vesuvius which averwhelmed
him, and many a good man has been
held mightily by avarice,

But that brings me (o the other
thought of iy text, that there are
those who will, when they leave {his
life, bound into Heaven amid saluta-
tlons infinite. “For so an entrance
shall be administered untc you abun-
dantly." B8ueh cxulwut ndm:ssion wiil
awafit those who eliter IHcaven afler
on earth living a life for others and
without reference to conspicuity, On
the banks of the Ohio or the Tuscaloosa
or the Androscoggin is a large family,
all of whom have been carefully and
roligiously reared. In the earlier
mtages of that family there were many
privations. The mother of the house-
hold never had any amusements. Per-
bhaps once in a year a poor theatrical
play was enncted in the neighboring
schoolhouse or a squaw sing conceve in
tho town hall, and that was all the di-
version afforded for the winter senson.
I asked the manager of an insane asy-
lum in Kentucky: “From what class of
persgns do you get most of your pa-
tients?” and he sald: “From farmers’
wives." T anlted the same question of
the manasger of an insane asylum in
Pennsylvanin, and the same question
of the manager of an insane asylum in
Massachusetts, and got the same reply:
““We have on our rolls for treatment
moro farmers’ wives {han persons
coming from any other class.” That
answer will be a surprise to some; it
was no surprise tome. The simple rea-
son i, farmers’' wives as a general
thing have no diversion. It is break-
fast, dinner and supper, sewing, scour-
ing, sorubbing, knitting, mending,
year in and yoar out, That mother is
tho milllner, the mantua maker, the
nurse, the dootor, the accountant of
tho whole family. She plans the ward-
robe of spring, of summer, of autumn,
of winter, cutting, fitting, comploting
garments, out of which the children
soon grow and mAst have something
else, The newspaper does not come, or,
if coming, there is no time to read it,
No selection of good books. The neigh-
bors calling In are full of the same
grinding routine, No wonder so many
of them go into demential

Nowr, the mother of whom T spealk as
living on the banks of that river in
Ohio or Alabama or Maine has gone
through all the drudgery mentioned,
and her children have turned out well,
good and useful men and women, orna-
ments of society, pillars in the house
of Qod, and that whole family, after
the years have passed by and thelr
worl is done, will meet in the Heaven-
Iy eountry., From such a family some
will certainly have preceded her, and
the time of hor expected arrival will be
announced to all the members of that
family already glorified and to the old
earthly neighbors who put down their
toils a little sooner than she did, and
she will have the warmest kind of home
coming,

1 have
known such. = You lhave probably
known agueh, There are in this world
womanly souls as blg as that. " Dhey
cheerfully endure the whimsicalitics
and querulousness which sometimes
oharacterize the aged, and . watch
nighte when pneumonia {s threatened,
and are eyes to the blind, and sit in
closg rooms lest the septugenarian be
chilled and count out the right number
of drops at the right time. The mother
of a little ahild has her hands full, hut
the daughter whe stays home to take
oare of an aged father or mother has
bher hands just as full,

While I thus discourse 1 am aware

Any proposed logislation touching
thoso groat artorios of trade and oom-
meraoo should be wisely and oarofully
considered. Theso industrios derive
their right to lifo and oxistence from
tho Stato and you as the ropresonta-
tives of the Btate have a right and it is
your duty to sve that thoy do not op:
press tho poople. But in guarding the
intorests and rights of the pooplo it is
your duty to soo that thoy do not op-
pross the pooplo, But guarding the
intorests and rights of tho poople it is
well aleo to remember that theso oor
porations havo rights and it should bo
your duty to soo that the strong do not
oppress-tho weak and that justioo and
equity aro mated out,

Our eduoational intorests have also
made romarkablo advances and there
is a groat awakoning in all sootions on
tho subjoots of oducation. It is a grati-
fyiog evidonao of our progress, for with
tho matorial dovelopmont of the Stato
and tho building of factories and mills

OUR BOHOOL sYSTEM

State Superintendent MoMahan's Sug-
gentlon Regarding Them,

Btate Buperintondent of Kduoation
MoMahan 15 diesatisticd with the proa-
ont sytom of allowing tho votors to
ohoose county suporintendont of edu.
oation. Hoevidently thinks that, as a
rule, tho kind of men tho votors aro
Iikaiy to ohooso are not up to the ro-
quiroments of tho position. Adcgording
to his viow, cflivient men oan be soour-
ed by indirootion; and at his instance
tho following bill has boon proposed to
tho gonoral assombly:

Bootion 1, That in July, 1902, the
stato board of eduvation, upon th1 joint
recominendation of tho governor and
tho stato suporintendont of oduoation,
shall appoint for ‘each gounty in the
#tato, a county board of oduoation, coa-
pisting of five members, two to sorve
for two yoars, two to sorve for four’
yoars, and ono to sorvo for six yoars,
and until thoir rospootive puoccossors
havo bson olested and qualified, The
sucoessors of tho said mombors of tho
¢ald county board shall bo ohosen by
tho oleotors of the couaty for a torm of
six years each, two at the gonoral oloo-
tion in 1904, and evory six yoars thoro-
aftor; two at tho gonoral oloction in
1906; and overy six yoars thoroaftor;
and at tho genoral slection in 1908, and
overy six years thoreaftor: Provided,
however, That oandidatos for theso
posiiions shall not ha nssessod in aay
primary oleotions,  Vacanoies shall 'bo
filled by the county buard of oduoation

itaelf, until tho noxt goneral oleotion. |

" Boo 2. That oach''membor of tho
county board 'of oduoation shall 2neive
for attondando on 1ts mootings, $3 per
diom, and b vonis for eaoh mile ot noo
casary travel going to and from. the
meouings, for not moxa than ten moet
ings in any one year, the por dism and
miléage to bo paid by the county troas-
urer out of she ordinary tunds of tho
oounty, upon the warrants of the chair-
man of thu board, auditod and spprov-
«d as othor county oisima,

Hoo 3 Tnat tho county board of ed-
uoation of eaoh county, appointed as
heroin provided, shail moot and organ
1%z by olecting ono of its memoors
ohairman and 'auvother membor sooro-
\ary pro tom., and shatl theroatter eox
oroise all the righus, privilogos, powers
aud dutivs now devoived by law upon
vho prosent county board of oduoation
snd oounty superintendent of education
of pald ovunuy, neverally or joihtly, and
may-use tho sval now used by tho county
suporentondcnt of oduvation uniil a now
sual shall be provided vy the board of
county commissioners,

Hoo. 4. I'nat tho cvunty board of od-
uoation of each county shall provide
oxport supervision for the sohvols of
the oounty, and for this purpose shall
omploy & man skilled in tio soienge
and art of toaohiog and of school man-
agomont, wno shall suporvise all the
sohuois of the oounty, instruot 'the
coaoners, counsel tho trustues, assign
teachers to tho sohools fur whioh the
bsards of truswes have rov employed
toaoners by July lat of ewoh year, and
shail further serve as socrotary of the
cvunty bosrd, make for it its reporis
required hy tho state psuporintendent
ol ouuaatign, and porform suoh other
dutios on hehalf of tho asid buard ss it
shail imposo.

board of eduoation, phall devote his on-
tire timo to tho 1nspootion, supervision
oaro and management of the pohools
and the sohool 1nterests of the county.
