THE COTTON OUTLOOK.

High PPrices are Predicted Even With
a Liarge Cron,

In conversation on 'Ibursday with
a Reporter of The State Mr. ‘1. 11
Wanpamaker, one of thie largest cot-
con dealers in this State made the fol-
lowing prediction in reference to Lhe
cotton  outlook: ‘'Onec  peculiarity
about the cotton business is that by
mubuil consent all the men who atre en-
gaged in it, are permitted to enter-
taln positive convictions and to ex-
press - thelr views quite emplutically
on all oeeaslons, and should oue's
judgment prove wrong ten times to
one that it is right, everybody Is ex-
pected to see the correel guess, and
never mentlon the prophecies that
falled to materalize.

“You have of course forgotten
those bearish views expressed by me
last fall, and I now rise to remark
that the developments in the cotlon
trade the present scason hive aston-
ished everyone.

“IIad it been admittedin the early
part of the season that the crop
would approximate 11,000,000 hales,
it would bave been conceded  without
argument, that 9 cents would he a
full price for cotton. We Lknow thal
the crop will fall very little short of
11,000,000, If it dues not exceed it,
yet the consumption has been on such
an enormous scale that we practi-
cally have a famine, and strict mid-
dling cotton is easily worth 13 1-2
cents, In spite of Lthe fact that mil-
lions of spindles are idle, as the rp-
sult of short supplics. This conditiun
makes the progress of the growing
crop of supreme interest to dealers
and spinners alike. Phere must be o
yleld of eleven and o half million bales
of cotton In the minimum, or o con-
tinued curtadlment of consumption,
if prices are to be kept within reasun-
able bounda the coming season.

"The acreage is the largest on re-
cord by probably, 3 to 4 per cent. and
the consumption of fertilizers is also
greater  than eyer  before,  Abnor-
mully low temperature and cxeessive
raing throughout the bLelt, were very
unfavorable for cotton up to aboul
the middle of Juve. Since that time
however, the conditions bave been
quite favorable, and with continued
goud seasons and o late fall, a large
crop may reasonably e expected.
The crop however is one Lo three
weeks late through the entire Lelt,
and the chances rather favor a mod-
erate yleld.  The crop is now  passing
through a most  critical period, and
the next six weeks will largely deter-
mline the yleld. We must. have plen-
Lty of molsture through the month o1
Auggust, and should drought, develop
oyer any extensive arvea, there would
bz a sensationnl advance In the new
crop months.”

Last year, when tobacco was
ab the highest iL had ever been known
in this section specalators laid In large
stocks which they eannot now unload.
‘Lhe prices this year reully offer
speculators a good chance, but having
been burned Jast year they keep their
tingers off of it. "T’he Dilllon corres--
pendent of the Columbia State writ-
ing his paper says: The State’s stalt
correspondent ina letter from Mullins
cchoss the sentiment of this entire

section. ‘Tobaceco growers are simply
parialyzed. A single instance . will
illustrute: A gentlemen who was in-

terested In three barns of tobaceo that
were sold by his tenants here on last
Tuesday told your correspondent that
the hurvesting, curing and marketing
of the lot of tobiaccu cost $30. The
net proceeds from the sile were 327,
wiving notuing for land rent, guano
nor time and labor expended during
the lung bot days and nights required
Lo make and harvest the ¢rop. 'The
high prices of last season Induced
many experienced farmers to try a
barn or Lwo; others increased their
acreage; a few, very few secretly let
iv severely alone, when they saw that
the market would practically be under
control the next season of. the Ameri-
can Tobacco company and it will be
very hard if not impossible to in-
duce such men to plant another hill
of tobacoo, One suech lesson as is now
in evidence is enough, With prices
Lhat would pay for the cultivation of
tobaeeo had become an important in-
dustry, it gave profitable employment
to thousand besides pulling into cir-
culation w large volume of cash at a
season when without it money has
been conspicuous for its absence. The
result. will be a return to the old
stand  by—cotton—which snaps its
lIngers at trusts and combines and
hag 5o fur defeated every attempt to
“eorner i, and besides it's the lazy
man's crop, e ciun plant It any time
from Mareh toJune, po in the lield
oecasionally and look ab it promising
i working next week po lishing, hunt-
ing or frolicing then knocked ahout
ita little and in spite ol it all, it
yiclds more than he generally gathers
in by Christmas.

As the toy pistols do no good any-
where, there ought to be no donbb
about the passage of the pending Chi-
cago ordinance or the enactiment of
like legislation In other places, At
hest the plstols are o public nulsance,
and at worst they eause terrible de-
structlon of life. TDoys who die of
lockjaw are in apony long bhefore the
end of the deadly disease. Many of
them are bright and promising lads,
and their lives are well worth saving.

The
doctors are asking for laws which
would refuse burial to people who died
under the treatment!of certain schools
or physiclans until the services of the
coroner have been called upon. The
Jdoctors are asking for Jaws which
malee it ditficult, if not impossible for
pevple to obtain proprictory remedies
in which they have learned to have
contidence. 1n fact the doetor has
entered the home foreibly and is un-
dertaking to do by legislative enact-
ment whit he has found himself un-
able to accomplish by winning the
conlidence of the people. ‘I'he regular
college made doctor has falled to ¢on-
vince the people that he Is any bettep
able to combat diseases than many
peoble who have not. been to college.”

against his heart pulled the trigper
and killed himself instantly.

Mr. Cushman has Leen very success-
ful with his farm and all thought
that his worrles would case.  Ile was
4 man 51 vears of age, liked by all
who knew hlm, and by his death
Alken county has lost one of her
staunchest cltizens. Mr. Cushman
leayes a wife, three daughters and
four sons, who are all prostritted with
wrief ab the tragic death of the kind
and loving husband and father.

Mr, Cushmuan had threatened to kill
himself two weeks ago. At this tlme
he stated that there was nothing else
Lo do. 1lis conlidant and fricnd talk-
ed Lo him at the time and tried to en-
courage him, telling him that there
wus no need to do violence ta himsell
as he was doing well and could get all
the linaneial aid he needed. 1t was
thought then that Mr. Cushman had
been dissuaded from Ins  purpose, but
the result Friday morning shows that
the idea of self-destruction had taken
Ltoo lirm & hold upon his mind.

"1t contalned 105 Kegs
einch holding 4 7-8 pallons of corn
whiskey valued at about $1.50 a pgal-
lon. 'T'he revenue ollicers here will
hold It until the oflicers at Spencer,
