BIG DREDGE LAUNCHED
Monster Machine's Baptism Wit-

nessed By a Large Crowd

The lauching of the two boats yes-

terday was successfully accomplished
and both are now floating at their
moorings awaiting completion.

J. G. White & Company's barge
was sent into the water about 9 a. m.

Ir is to be fitted with oil tanks below
decks for the transportation of fuel oil
to the dam, and these willbe of suffi-
cient capacity to carry a full carload
of the largest size.

The hull of the great clamshell
dredge, building for the California De-
velopment company, was to have been
launched at 2 p. m., but the greatest
care was necessary in the handling of
so large and heavy a structure, and it
was 4 o'clock when the last hold back
was cut and she slid down the ways.

A large crowd of people assembled
at the ship yard to witness this launch-
Ing, nearly all of the stores having
closed to allow their employes an op-
portunity of seeing the interesting op-
eration.

So nicely had everthing been plan-
ned and 'calculated that the entire

*length of the side struck the water all
at once, throwing up a great tidal

wave that rolled across the river and
dashed high up on the opposite bank.

J. W. Brown, superintendent of con-
struction, is to be congratnlated on his
successful management.

Ithas been decided to install the
dredging machinery at the Yuma
landing, and not at the Imperial Head-
ing, as at one time reported. Four
carloads of the machinery are already
