ony, when It again became Bllcd, with
an average depth or nine feet. Since
then the Burface level of tho lake has
varied considerably, but tha hai ho.
never been so dry as In former years.
There are indications that many hun-
dreds of years ago the lake covered a
far larger area than any yet recorded,
remains of trees over 100 yeara old be
ing round In spots formerlv under toa.
