Fortunately, it Is
not known as yet, and the majority of
the tourists have not yvet found their
way up the canyons it leads to, Gal
llnas, Harvey’'s, Dead Man’s and BEd-
ward's,

Only Seven Spoke English.
“Asgide from the negro cook, Senor
Romero employs none but Spanish
and Mexioaa help on the place, and
there were Lut five other English
speaking people besldes ourselves
there, and they, like Mrs. Garrett and
I, had found thelr way to Porvenir
quite by aceldent. The ranch is at
an elevation of 7,600 feet in Gallinas
canyon. There were horses, or cow
ponles in plenty and, except when &
sudden mountain snowstorm shut us
in, we were in_the saddle daily, rid-
{ng bver the mountain tralls that
looked impozsible to find for ome in:
experlenced with mountain countries.
But the hories are born to the moun-
tains and trails, and go up and down
seemingly impossible places, Our
nearest neighbors were the men at
the United States forest reserve sta
tjon, across the mountains, about 7
miles by road but much shorter by
trail, Our ranch was the postoffice
for all the country ‘round, and on
mail days, Monday and Tuesday, Mex-
jcan and American herders came over
for their letters and papers. They
would arrive in their fur and fringed
leather ‘chaps, their big spurs and
sombreros, less decorative but fully
as ploturesqgue &8 the one belonging
to Tom Hedge. They wounld make
their horses plunge and buck to ‘show
off, and on Sunday afternoon the
Mexlean boys made it & point to come
up from tha neighboring placitas and
ranches and ride their horses for our
amusement end their personal galn,
doing such tiicks as plcking up thelr
hats from *he ground while riding at
a gallop and vaulting over thelr
horses,

Home In Log Cabin.

“Our home, while there, was’a log
cabin, 14x12 feet in size, It was
down the canyon a short distance
from the ranch house proper in a pie-
turesqueé grove of pines and scrub
oak, the only trees that grow at that
altitude. An old Mexican came every
morning at about eunrise to bring us
wood, fresh ont mountain pine, and
build our fire and ask us what horses
we wanted =addled for the day. We
took our meals at the ranch house,
and as Bod, the negro cook, had been
a steamboat cook on the Mississipp!
baek in the 70's, the menls were
mighty good, especlally the suppers
in the eveming after a day spent in
the saddle. That riding is also the
way I picked up this color. It se=m-
od queer to be sunburning when the
ground was covered with snow.”

Mr. Garratt was asked about state-
hood for New Mexico, and said that
the majority of Americans he had
talked with were opposed to it on the
ground that the uneducated Mexican
vote generully controlled.

Laws Are Strict.

The present laws are very sirict,
and almost every offense is punished
by a prison sentence, and the judge
‘has no option in the matter, he says.
For Instance, the shooting of a deer
or a gquail out of season means sixty
days in jail and a reward is pald for
the Iinformant If there Is a convietion.
A jall sentence does not mean jail,
but & convicts’ camp and work on the
mountain roads with New Mexlcan
rangers for guards and taskmasters.

SUGAR- BEET CONTRACTS
“RECEIVED IN' LAS VEGAS

New sngar contracts have
bean received in Las Vegas from the
Holly Sugar company at Holly, Colo.,
and it is understood they are being
generally signed and returned to that
place, a duplicate copy of the agree-
ment belng kept by the growers,
The maximum price for sugar beets
this year, for those containing 16 per
cent or more of sugar to the welght
of the beet' and of not less than 80
per cent purity, $5.50 per ton, against
$4.26 last year. Out of this smount
the grower is required to pay 60e per
ton on freight charges. This was not
the cage last season, when the com-
pany assumed the transportation.
Beets containing less than 16 per
cent of sugar, but not less than 1434
per cent, $5 as against $3.75 last sea-
son, with the addition for freight.
Beets with less than 141, but not
less than 12 per ¢ent, $4.50, Inst year
$3.50.

Under the new contract beets shall
not be {rrigated after August 20 of
‘any crop years without first obtain-
Ing the written consent of the com-
pany,

All beets must be  delivered in
good, marketable condition, ¢lean and
free from dirt and with tops cut
squarely off at the bottom of the
lowest leaf.
