A Modern Sugar Plantation

Santiags de Cuba, May 31, 1909,

Immedistely following the close of
the Spanirh-American war, thers wad
orgenized in New York the Cape Crux
Ca., for the purpoee of starting and
conduetllg the sugar producing busi-
ness on the south coast of Cuba, in
the preseny Province of Orlent Ac-
cordingly, about the end of 1803, the
éngines of o great sugar mill were
gtarted at whal ls known as Ensenada
de Mora, u point on the south cosst
80 miles west of Santiago,

A3 entirely new location had been
selocted. It was in the virgin fores!,
on Lhe flat lands between the moun-
tains and the sea. The [lrst crop was
no small affsir, but it was very much |
lighter than the sixth, the harvesting |
of which is just now complete. The
product for this year is 80,600 bags of
sugar (14,000 toms), god 170,000 gal
lons of molassga. The sugar Is all
graded to 96 degrees polarization. It
{s shipped away in bags as rapidly
as possible. Howaver, the molasses
iz rtained In laige tanks, (o be
woriced over next season, when mors
gsugur may be extracted. The refuse
molssses 1s finally sent off In tank
stenmers, and pold at aboul 3% cents
a gallon.

Company Whole Thing

The company cwns the entiry prop-
erty, which is a land grant of romc-
thing like 60,000 acres, called a finen
it {ucludes all the land between the
son and the crest of the mountains
for a distance of fifteen miles. Thera
are np stores, shops or any-“kind of
business cxeept that which s condue-
ted by the sugar company. FPurther-
more, there i8 no surrounding coun-
try. The sea is on one side, while a
rough and rogged mountdln range
bounds the other.

The labor is brought in from other
parte. It conslsts of Amerieans, Cu-
bans and Jamaica negroes. There are
about fifty ekille?l Americans. Mostly
heads of departments and foremen at
snlaries of $200 & month and wp
There are about es many skillad Cu.
bans, but their position and salary Is
much below that of the American
The total number of employes .5 800
during the mill run and 400 during
the growing season. The common la-
bor us far as possible Is let by task
or contriact. Bvon the regular weekly
cleac-up of the mill {s contract work.
Alsg the planting, cutting ahd hand-
ling of the cane. It 1s sald that 2 good
man earns from £2 to §2.60 a day cut
ting cane.

Lahor Saving Devices

tends to z1l the cane flelds, A car-
load of cine s lifted by a movable
crane and dumped Into a conveyor
leailing to the crosher, The cane goes
through three ssis of rollera In suc-

Store Makea Fortune

Another thing connected with this
enterprise Is tha store department.
The sales, during the milllng ssason,
run from $600 to §1,000 a day. For
the year just closing the store shows
a net profit of $70,000. The clean
profit of the eptire enterprise in-
cluding the store is $36,000. Equal to
4 per cent on & capital of §9,000,000.
The entire expenditure Is said to have
been less than £3,000,000.

Five thousand four hundred acres
are now planted to cane, and 600
acres are ndded each year, Clearing
coste about $35 an acre. The prod-
ucts of the clearings are used as fool
to supplement the cana refuse under
the mill bollers, Also to furnisb tles
and other timber for the raflroad.

Employes Well Treated

The employes are treated well and
