is puccessfully fulfilling his duties aa
head of the church where he js. It
ta glven only to archblshops.

In this case 'the palllum was sent
through Mgr, Schioppa, domestic pre-
late to the pope, who represented.
Archbishop Pitaval at the Vatican
when the pallium was conferrsd.

Whether Cardinal Gibbons or Mgr.
Falconio will confer the pallium is not
yet known. Candinal Gibbong repre
sents the highest church authority
in the United States, but Mgr. Fal
