Ralns are
promised from Washington for the
dry sectlong the middle of this week,
which will be of great benefit to the
market, Arrivals include p falr nume
ber of cattle from the panhandls
country, cows at $8.10 to $3.50, stock- |
ors $3.50 to $4.50, ealves, $4.00 to
7.00, Calve. are 256 to OO0 cents,
higher than a week ago. A traln of
Colorados from Grand Junction was
here last week. beef steers at $440
and $4.60, feeders, $4.00 to $4.25, cows
$3.45 to $3.856; none of this shipment
above medium class or flesh, Good
welght Kansas grass steers are pell
ing at $5.00 to $6.25, similar to stears
now coming out of northern Colo-
rado to market. Bixty per cent of
the quarantine cattle have been mar-
kated for this season, and unless fa-
vorable market condltions continue,
& good ghare of the balance will. be
held and fed thromgh the winter,
which meansg that recelpts of cattla
