dustrial insurance companies with

me $L500,000,000 of outstanding in-
surance, The slectiom of Thomas H.
Cannog of Chicago, high chief ranger
of the Catholic Order of Foresters,
and a declaration sdopled by the con-
gress to actively oppose "group insur-
ance” bills, which, under various dis-
guises, were passed by leglsintures of
several states last winler, now prove
to be glgnificant of a united front
presentad by the adequate rate fra-
ternal socleties in a Aght Tor exist-
ence ngainst the new covery attacks
of gld line Insurance interests

At the conclusion of tha Boston von-
feraénce, from which western delegates
are returning, the firm declaration
last year of the congress in favor of
roadjustment of rates by all fraternal
socjeties op a basis that will provide
sonpd insurance and sssets sufficient
to meet all outsianding contracts was
found to have resulted in galns. The
“cheap rata™ societles, which have re-

fused to Increase their rates suffl-
clently to proyide for the [future

on the defensive, with insurance coin.
missloners of many of the states

from insurance Commisstoner Mo
Comb of Oklahoma has been made
public by Carlos 8, Hardy of the
Knights of Pythias concerning the si-
tustion:

not only this, the aystem of fraternal
insurance in  collecting premiums or
assessments monthly makes it easier
for poor people to pay than ff they
were required to pay annually in ad-
vanoe,

gs he who will not see, and 1 hope
that the managements of the various
societies will prove themselves big
enough men to advovate and stand
for sound insurance. To argue for
sound insurance does not argos
agaipst fratemal Insurance, Those
who contend that a man I8 an enemy
to fraternal ipsurance because he ad-
vocates adequate rates doés not cor
rectly state the facts, In faot, the
adeguate rate man i the true friend
of fraternnl insurance, and nol the
man that advocates a continuation of
business at an [nadequate rate, Cer-
tainly the man who (s fortunate
enotigh to live many years and who
kag tontributed all these veurs to so-
cleties has the right to expect the
parmrm of hig policy when {t becomes

THE FARMERS® YEARBOOK
FOR 1908 JUST OUT

A new fssue of the Yearbook, the
gréat popular annual of the United
States Department of Agriculture, has

appeared, Insize, appearance, dnd con-
tents, the Yearbook for 1908 is very
similar to its predecessors, and it wilj
doubtlesg be of Interest and value to
people engaged in agrienltural pur
suits,

For pearly half o century the "Agti-
cultural Report” appeared every vear
until the nawe becnme so frmly txed
in the public mind that it Is atHi eur
Irent, though fourteen years have
| elapsed since congress gubstituted the
Yearbook for the old Report. In fact,
congresamen still speak of their stocks
of “Agricultural Reports,” which about
the ecapitol and government prioting
office dre famillarly known as “Ags”,
and thousands of farmers every year
writa for “Agricultural Reporta” when
it Iz the Yearbook they want, and that
Is what they get. It is trua there is
stil] an “Annual Report of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture,” but it contains
merely—to quote the law—"the puraly
businessg and executive matter which
it is necessary for the secretary to
submit to the president and congress.”
Only a small edition of this report is
printed.

The Yearbook, on, the other hand,
must “contaln such reports from the
different divisiong and bureans, and
guch papers prepared by their specinl
agents, gecompanied by suitable Hllps-
trations, as shall be specially suited
to interdst and Inktruct the farmers
of the c¢ountry.” The Yearbook must
also “include a general report of the
operations of the department.” Be-
sides these there Is an appendix
which Includes the organization of the
department; a directory of the lead

tural colleges, experiment stations,
ete.; & brief review of the weather
conditions yprevalling in all parts ~f
the ecouniry during the year; an ac
count  of the prevalence of jnsect
pests and fungous diseases; a4 report
of the yrogreas made in soll survey
work, in forestry, and along other im-
portant lines; and last, though by no
means least, a very completo collec-
tion of the jatest reliable statistics
of crops, animal products, sxporis,
imports, ete,

As already stated the Yearbook for
1008 Is similar in plan and scope to
ita predecwssors., The primary fea-
fure is the gecretary's report giving
“a general acoount of the operation=
of the dopartment.' Secretary Wil
son al#o gives a brief summury of the
agricultural progress of the Unlted
States during the twelve years since

' he became the depariment's head.

The 23 popular papers desigmed to
“interest and instruct the farmers,”
which occupy 304 pages of this lssus,
are strietly mew ‘and original, and
they cover s fleld almost as wide as
agricutture Hself. Only a few of the
gallent foatures can be mentioned. A
F. Woods discusses the “Wastas of
the farm.” and tells how [ntelligent
farmers may provent mauny of them.
A. K. Fisher tells how wild birds and'
mammalg benefit the farmer, aod
therafore deserve his friendship

The foregoing amply [llustrate the
character of the papers. Probabiy
the most notable of the stutistical
tableg are those showing (1) The
production nod value of the cetton
crops of the United States since the
year 1779, together with the exporis,
imports, and consumpiion of cotton;
(2) the same facts relating to tobac-
co aince the year 1611, or for mearly
300 yeare; and (3) the international
trade in hides and skins.

The volume ls llustrated with 20
text figures and 56 fullpage plstes, of
which 13 are colored.

Of the Yearbook, it s customary to
issue 500,000 coples. Of these the
secretary of agriculture is allowed only
40,000, which s not a sufficlent num-
bar to supply the voluntary weather
observers, crop correspondents, and
others to whom the department is un.
der obligations for services, The
farmers of the country have to depend
for coples on the senators represent-
ativea and delegateg In congress, each
of whom has a quota of sbout 1,000
coples,
