WARSHIPS FIRE SALUTE

PARADE WILL BE REPEATED TO-
NIGHT AMID BLAZE OF
FIREWORKS

New York, Sept. 26,—The boom of
the sunrise guns awoke New York
this morning to celebrate the honoring
of Henry Hudson and Robert Fulton.
It was toward the piver that Hudson
discovered and on- which Fulton
launched the first steamboat that five
mitlhion people turned today. Two
million lined the shores from tHe Bat-
tary to Spuyten Duyfil, two million
more lined the Jersey shore, and one
milllon gaw the pageant from DBrook-
Iyn and Staten Island.

The celebration opened with the as.
gembling of n naval pageant in the
upper bay. Four American crulsers
and five submarineg acted as an es-
cort (0 the Clermont and the Half
Moon. The Clermont and Half Moon
met off 8t. George. Then with the
escort trailing to the rear ‘these two
crufts, duplicates of the originals in
avery respect, crulsed along the Brook-
Iyn shore. Meanwhile the rest of the
naval parade was assembiing, and as
the Clermont and alf Moon éntered
the mouth of the Hudson river, the

other vesgels fell in behind.

As the Clermont and Half Moon
met off St. George, the Clermont ram-
med the Half Moon, doing glight dam.
age,

With smoke pouring from Its an.
tiguated funnel, the Clermont made
good headway, puffing and grunting
under its own stenm. The Half Moon
was towed for some distance when
gshe gitruck a favorable slant of wind
and then proceeded under canvas
with Lieutenant Lam, of the Dutch
nayy, costumed as Henry Hudson, on
the poop.

It took hours to straighten out the
mass of boats and it was after 1
o'clock when the formation was com-
plete. First came the police patrol
boats and torpedo boats, then the
Clermont and Half Moon with the im-
mediate escort of eruisers and sub-
marines, then five gquadrong of steam
merchant craft moved up the Hudson
in double line at a speed of ®ight
miles an hour, The procession waa
fifteen miles long when it reached the
line of warships, The Clermont and
Half Moon passed alone between the
warships and the Manhattan shors,
while the rest of the procession pase-
ed cloge to the Jersey shore.  When
the little vessels passed a royal salute
was fired. The Clermont and Hall

Moon only went to 110th street, where
the land ceremonies took place. These
included speeches by CGovernor
Hughes and others. Tounizht the
parade will go over the same
brilliantly lighted and amid the great-
est fireworks display ever seen.

A WONDERFUL SPECTACLE

ENGLISH FLAGSHIP INFLEXIBLE
THE PEER OF ALL FIGHT-
ING VESSELS

PRESENT FOR CELEBRATION

FOREIGN NATIONS PARTICIPAT-
ING IN THE HUDSON-FULTON
TERCENTENARY -

New York, Sept. 25 —With more
than three score of the picked fight-
ing ships of eight pations swinging at
anchor in the Hudson river, awalting
the coming of the Clermont and the
Half Moon, sightseers at the Hudson-
Palton celabration looked upon the
most impressive assembly of forelgn
warshipa that has probably ever beén
in American waters. Riding in the
river hetween 44th street and Spuy-
ton Duyvil, besldes the fifty vessels
of the United Statezs Atlantic fleet,
under Rear Admliral Seaton Schroed-
or, the forelgn navies are represented
by sixteen fighting craft in all. Great
Britain hmng four, Germany has four
also, France has two, Italy hag two,
Mexlco has ane, Argentine has one
and Cuba has one,

Thelr massive hulls tugging lazily
at their unchorages represent the
highest development in construction
from the great shipyards on the Clyde
A she best efforts of the German
conslrictors,  The trimmest
shifa of Frarnce, the plok of ‘the MNeet
of Italy, are most impressive emls-
sfirles from the old world to the new.

Swift cruisers with triple expansion
engines and long rakish lines like
greyvhounds of the ocean; massalve
battleshlps mounted from turrets to
the fighting tops with batteries of
the highest type, swift torpedo bonts
and torpedo bhoat destroyers, wonder-
ful submarines—every type of fighting
ship known to the United States and
elght other navies, four of them
world powers, are in this Impresslve
assembly,

The United States Atlantic fleet un.
der command of Rear Admiral Seaton
Schroeder, is represented by the bat-
tlgships Connecticut, (16,000 tons),
