COMMISSIONER R. G. VALENTINE

URGES REFORMS IN BUREAU
AFFAIRS

EDUCATION ONLY SALVATION

DECLARES THEY MUST EITHER
BE MADE INTO CITIZENS OR
EXTERMINATED

ADDRESSES CONFERENCE

DEPLORES PRESENT TREATMENT
OF DEPENDENT WARDS OF
UNCLE SAM

Lake Mohonk, N. Y, Oct —After
Albert K. Smiley had npened the
twenty-geventh annual meeting of the
conference of friends of the Indians
and other dependent peoples, Klmer
Ellsworth Brown, commissioner of
education for the United States, was
made president. Brown made a hrief

address on hig work among toe Alas-
ka Indians, after which R. G. Valen:
tine, commissioner of Indian affairs,
deliveraed an Interesting address. Mr.
Valentine said in part:

“The people of the United States
ought to know ceértain things about
thefr Indian bureaw. They know to-

day too Httle about the two fundamen- |

tal principles in the light of which
ell the multiform actiyities of the In-
dian service fall into well ordered ar
ray in an advance toward a single
goal. In the minds of most people
the Indian service la a mere hodge-
podge of activity. lndllum are golng

% l.hal, n #chool, bhe
ﬁ% k, working
in the woods, Iearu!ng to irrigate,

drawing per capita payments in some
cases and rations in others, owning
bank accounts of all sizes froma few
dollars to many thousands,
church and engaging In pagan rights,
dealing shrewdly with traders or be-
coming an easy mark for them, devel-
oping all kinds of diseases, getting
drunk and even keeping sober, loafing
and making some of the best work-
men the United States possesses, All
these wvarioud activities are kept In
further confusion by the kaleidoscop
fc charges Introduced by the rapidly

developing economie and soctal life of |

the white people scattered more and
more around and through the Indian
country.

“This apparent chaog in Indlan af-
falrs is8 only true superficlally, It is
necessary for the people at large to
understand what the fundamental;

neipies governing the bureau are
order ‘o asslst in bringlog them
to the surface and to demand of the
Indian burean and of congress thalr
intelligent and forceful application.”

Continuing, Mr. Valentine sald that
the Idian service was today .wide
open to the whole couniry for inspec
tion. He sald it was lmpossible for
lim to hear and see all the good and
all the bad in the service personslly,
and that it was necessary for congress
to give him to this end a corps of
thirty competent Inspectors with the
nacessary qualifioations. Real Bu-
perintendents also were neaded.
Thege superintendenta should be big
men, for Indian affairs above all is
a human business, and to get good
men adequate salarles must be pald,

“It 18 possible to do only two things

with the Indians,” Mr. Valentine
went op, ‘to exterminate ‘them or
make them Into citizens. Our pres-
ent course 18 & oross bhetween exter
mination and citdzgenship. It  we

would escape a disgrace greater than
any which has attended this Indian
business yet we mus? stop at the be-
ginning of this twentleth century
and think clearly about the Indians
and set ourselves resolutely to ocer-
tain clean and hlgh courses, The
whole American people must do this
thinking, and tlls course which the
thinking of all the people will make
alear demands of us more thanw would
be demanded In the case of the back-
ward among our own mple, or In
the case of the immigrant.”

Mr. Valentine then declared that
the Indian today was not yet réndy
to live under a perfectly constructed
and highly developed irrlgation sys
tem. He must first be glven instrue
tion from which he ean see results,
und in this way In ome year mADY
Indians could be taught to use a
highly developed irrigatlon system,
who without that preliminary train-
Ing would forever fail

The vommissioner then tonched up
on the pealth of the thirty thousand
Indians In the United States. He
sni{d that tuberculosis and diseases of
the blood should not be permitted
to creep in among those peoples, and
that liguor must be kept away from
them. What is the use of a maimed
and poisoned Indien? he asked. There
shonld be an unexcelled Indlan medi.
cal service.

Reférring to education, Mr. Valen-
ting sald all Indians should be taught
to #speak the English language, to
read _easlly, to speak objectively, to
write elearly, and to figure easily,
Por theimdustrial ucuuml the In-
dinn, the plant at !nﬂ & broad-
er senge 18 the very valuable property
owned by the Indians, or given them
by the government, on which they
get the experiences of nctual life.

In conclusion, Mr, Valentine said:
