RECLAIM 30,180 ACRES

Santa Fa, N, M., Dec. 4.—A cépl-
fied check for $2,878 accompanied tha
application of the Oasls Devzlopment
company to the Carey Act board haere
for the segregation of 20,180 acres for
one of the most feasibla jrrigation pro-
jacts thus far broachad in Qtero coun-
ty. Clarence T. Ullery is the presi-
dent and John C, Enfleld, the sacrs
tary of the company, which proposes
to turn the flood waters of the Sa-
crameuto river, sixty milés south of
Alamogordo: into & natural raserveir
site that covers 4,540 acres and will
hold 103,450 acre feet of water. A
canal of ounly 2,000 feet length needa
to be dug to carry the water into &n
arroyo which would sweep the flood-
waters into the reservoir which would
be created by the copstruction of an
earth embankment §R10 fest long.
The diversion dam in the Sacramento
as proposad would be only thirty feel
wide. The estimated cost of tha pro-
ject 18 about $1756,000.
