The establishment of this position
is in line with the objects which the
department of agriculture has always
had in view f{a its management of
grazing on the national forests, 1t
is not merely seeking to prevent cat-
tle and sheep from doing damage to
forest growth and watershed condi-
tions, as they graze on the herbage
which is yearly produced in the open
forests; parks, and jhigh mountsin
meadows within the national forests,
Range-fed stock are a matter of de-
cided importance to the American
people In these days of rising prices
for food products and diminishing
supplies, in proportion to population,
of livestock; and therefore Secretary
Wiison intends that every acre of na-
tional forest range shall be made to
produce as much forage as it is cap-
able of doing, consistently with the
varrying out of the other purposes for
which the national forests are main-
tained,

Ever gince the forest gervice took
over the management of the National
forests, it has been studying the
range problem along with its regu-
lation of grazing. In the beginning
it was confronted with the fact that
a very large part of the range had
been badly abused and dep'eted
through the competition of rival
owners before any restrictions had
been put upon them, and by over-
crowding and bad methods of handl-
ing stock.

Anists and men of practical experi
elice In range matters Indicates rec-
oguition of the fact that to attain
the highest point of range productiv-
"-Y the best aclentific knowledge must

applied to the study of the prob-
lems of forage production and utiliza-
tion. As stock graze on the range,
the effect on the different kinds of
vegetation differs both with its palat-
ability or unpalatability and with its
capacity to produce seed, its time of
seeding, its resistance to trampling,
its manner of growth, and many
other elements.

What is atmed at now s nothing
less than to find out all the things
on which depend the production of
the largest amount of beef, mutton,
wool and hides on a given area. This
involves learning how both to re
strict and to time the grazing so as
ool to Interfere with the reproduc-
tlon of the most valuable elements
in the forage crop, Low to prevent
unnecessary losa to feed through
trampling and in other ways, how to
extérminate polsonous plants from
the range, how to prevent the loss
of forage which results from the mul
tiplication of prairie dogs and goph
ers, whether it is practicable to in-
troduce new forage plants by direct
seeding, and many other matters., It
is to Jook Into such matters that the
grazing examiners are to be appoint-
ed,

Besldes seeking to hring about the
recuperation of depleted ranges, the
reduction of waste, and the develop-
ment of all range to what may be
termed an artificial state of produe-
tiveness through control of reproduc-
tion, accompanied, it is hoped, by the
introduction of new forage plants, the
studies planned will aim also at in-
creaging the area of range available.
There is much natural grazing land
In the national forests which cannot
be put Lo use, either because the
country Is too rough for stock to be
driven in, because shipping facllities
are lacking, or because of a lack
of water, The construction of pro-
perly located roads and driveways
and the development of water
through the bullding of reservoirs or
the driving of arteslan wells are a
part of the general scheme of perm-
anent improvements planned for the
national forests, To furnish the basis
for comprehensive development of
the grazing resources the range will
be studied in detall, «lassified ac-
cording to the type of vegetation
found, and mapped by “forties,” The
observations made will Include notes
for each forty acres under the sur-
face, soil, character and density of
vegelation, evidence of overgrazing
or under-uee, preéem-e of poisonous
plants, damage by range-destroying
animals, water facilities, and access-
ihility. With such data in hand it
will be possible to bring about much
more Intelligent and intensive use of
the Nationa] Forest range.

PRESIDENT TAFT
WILL ADDRESS
BOY SCOUTS

FIRST ANNUAL MEETING CON-
VENES |IN WASHINGTON FEB-
RUARY 14 AND 15

Washington, Feb, 9—The first an-
nual meeting of the members of the
national council of the Boy Scouts
of America will be held in Washing-
ton on next Tuesday and Wednesday,
It will gather together the leaders
of the movement [rom various parts
of the country to report on the growth
of the organization, the work aceom-
plished in the last year and to make
plans for the next year. The coun-
cll will be recelved at 2:30 p. m,

in the East room of the White House
by President Taft, who I8 bhonorary
president of the organization and
member of the council. The presl
dent, who has watched with keen in-
terest the growth of the Boy Bcout
movement, will deliver an address to
the members of the council concern-
ing the alms of the movement and
will open up questions for discus-
slon, He expects at the reception
to have a general discussion of the
affalrs of the organization because he
wishes to keep Informed concerning
the growth and the future plans of
the organization.

The meeting in Washington, pract-
leally under the ausplces of the presi-
dent, will prove of prime Interest to
the boys throughout the country and
to men of various professions and
business who are working for the de-
velopment of good cltizens. President
Taft's speech and the reports of the
counell will tell of the remarkable
growth of the Boy Scouts of America
in less than a year. More than 300
000 boys have been organized into
troops under scout masters since last
March and thousands more are seek-
ing scout masters. No other boys'
organization ever appealed to so many
phases of a hoy's life and at the same
time wuncongeciously «developed his
character and the spirit of service
to his fellow man and to hls country,

The gathering, secondly, promises
to show In a more convincing way
than actual members that the Boy
Scoul movement has been needed In
this country and is doing a tremend-
ous good in providing healthy enjoy-
ment for boys, teaching them gelf-reli-
ance and service, and training them
morally, The leaders of the move
ment will summarize reports already
made to the national headquarters,
showing that the methods of training
Boy Scouts have appealed to the
boy's spirit of fun and to his sense
of honor; that the movement already
has been =0 developed that It suits
the Ameriesn boy despite the fact
that the general plan was adapted
from Genera! Sir Robert 8, 8. Baden-
Powell, founder of the English Boy
Scouts,

The meeting will' give the
touch to the “Americanization” of
the boy scoul movement that has
been golng on for more than a year.
This process has been gradual but
the reports to be read in the meeting
will show that the movement is be-
coming distinctively Amerlean. When
the Amerlcan organization was start-
ed the enthusissm among the hoys
was greater than was anticipated and
there was such a demand for & hand-
hook that General Sir Robert Baden-
Powell's book was adopted as the
model for the American manual, Ex.
perience has shown that this manual
ean be changed slightly in accord-
ance with the growth of the organi-
zation and be made distinetively
American.

The idea which underlies the Boy
Scouts is not one whicH originated
with any one man or set of men,
For years men have been working
with boys—some in one way and
gome in another. Krnest Thompson-
Beton, the naturalist, worked with
boys along the lines of woodcraft
and Indian life. Dan Beard, the il
lustrator and well-known author of
boys' books, simultaneously with Hr-
nest ThompsonSeton, was working
with boys along the lines of ploneer-
ing, handicraft and out-door life. By-
ron W, Forbush, Ph, D, was akso
dealing with boys along the lines of
hero worship and in imitation of the
knightly life that centered around the
Round Table of King Arthur. In the
Young Men's Christian Assoclation,
Edgar M. Robinson was standing for
tha fourfold development of the boy
and for the boy's education for the
duties of life and citizenship. Thomas
Chew, the president of the Federated
Boys' Clubs and the superintendent

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8. Baden-Powell, K, C. B, stirred by
the sight of fortysix per cent of all
the boys in England coming to ma-

velopment _by an appeal for service
in the growing boy. In brief, then,
the Boy Scout Movement is a orys-
tallization of American ideals.

“Since the opening of national
headquarters of the Boy Scouts of
America on the 12th of June, 1910, the
movement has spread with wonderful
rapidity, Today, there are 4,000 Scout
Masters actlvely at work In every
state in the Unlon, more than 2,000
of whom have already registered at
the mat‘onal headquarters. Porto
Rico and the Philippine Islands have
both set up exceptionally strong
pleces of work. A scout commission-
er for the Panama Canal Zone have
appolinted last week, which will mean
the organization of the sons of the
men who are building the Panama
canal, 1

“It is eatimated there are at pres-
ent 800,000 bov scouts in the country.
Patrols of troops have been set up in
practically every organization dealing
with boy life—such as churches, Sun-
day ~schools, Young Men's Christian
Assoclations, boys' clubs, playgrounds,
Young Men's Hebrew Assoclatlons ang
Young Men's Catholic Associations.
The fact that 1t is not opposed to ex-
isting organizations does much to-
wards securing the co-operation of the
leaders of boy throughout the coun-
try,

“While the growth has been taken
to Insure the permanency of the work
by insisting on highest type of
leaders and adult supervision. The
men who act as scout masters, must
furnish the strongest kind of refer-
ences before they are permitted to
organize thelr boye and he recognized
by national headguarters.

“Another important point which
men in the local fields seem to grasp
at first hand I8 the fact that courses
of training should be prepared for
the scout masters so as to better ac-
quaint the men who are deallng with
the scouts with the many phases of
boy life, and to fit them for handling
the boys rightly. Az a consequence,
schools for scout masters are being
sat up by loeal councils all over the
couniry and If one were privileged to
look into the many centers where
such organizations exist they would
see a most ingpiring sight in the way
of viewing hundreds of men making
an intelligent study of boyhood with
an idea of fitting themselves for right-
ly touching the lives of the bhoys un-
der them.”

MONTH OF MUCH
MOONLIGHT

VENUS, JUPITER AND OTHER
BRILLIANT STARS EASILY
DISCERNIBLE

The brilliant star seen low in the
west after sunset, as soon as It is
dark enough, is the planet Venus, It
wil become more conspicuous as the
month advances, for two reasons; It
s actually getting nearer the earth
and 1t is apparently getting farther
from the sun in the sky and thersfore
I8 seéen Jonger after sunset. On Febru-
ary I8 the planet sets at 7:26. The
briliant star which rises In the east
after midnight is the planet Juplter
As it rises four minutes earlier each
night than the night preceding it will
before many weeks rise at more con-
venient times for observation. It is-
in the constellation Libra, moving
very slowly among the stars of that
group as it {s approaching its station-
ary point.

The brightest star visible s in the
southeast. It is not & planet, but the
Dog Star Sirius, the brightest but not
the nearest of the stars. It s a sun,
like our sun, shining with its own
light, and ifs much the more brilliant
of the two, probably forty times as
bright. Were the earth a planet re-
volving Sirius our sun would appear
of about the same brilllancy as
the pole star appears to us, '

The planet Saturn is still under ob-
garvation in the evening sky, and ir
f3 in the southwest from the begln-
ning of the night until it sets. The
rings ara Inclined 16 degrees Lo our
line of sight. The planet Mearcury
could be seen in the morning before
gunrige, the first week of the month.
it rose nearly an hour and a half be-
fore the sun, Observers who looked in
[he enstsoutheast mbove tha point
where the sun is to rize could see
the planet between 6 and 6:15 c'clock
It is a little more than onehalf its
greatest brilllancy, but should be
readily distinguished If the eky !5
cloudless, Mars {2 moving among
the stars of Sagiitarius. Neptune is
fn Gemini, in good position for obser-
vation. Uranus cannot be zeen this
month. It rises In the early dawn.

Moonlit nights are those following
the date of the first quarter, Full
moon colés on the 18th and ‘ust
quarter on the 20th. The winter con-
stellations are at thelr best In Feb
ruary. The groups in the wouth and
gast contain some of the brightest
star In the heavens with many cnly
slightly Infarior in brilllancy., Orion
and Canis Major in the south, Tanrus.
and Gemini mnearver the polnt over-
head, Perseus and Aurigan in the
northwest and Leo in the east are
the most consplcuous groups.
