It is in the feeling of
pity for the suffering of animals,
the growing opposition to war,
the better care of the sick and
the insane, the changed attitude
of the state toward criminals, the
growth of temperance sentiment
and the more general feeling of
fellowship and brotherhood be-

tween man and man. The
nineteenth century might well be
called the age of compassion.

That passed asa joke for awhile,
but fiually the people got tired of
him, and he found it advisable to
migrate up the coast. The next
I saw of Mr. Harris was when he
put in an appearance with a party
of Santa Clara Indians who came
down to sell some mahogany and
logwood. He told me he had
been adopted into the tribe, and
I could see hy the way he was
treated that he was regarded asa
personage of importance. That
was his f.rst and last trip to
town, but I have since heard of
him frequently. He is now head
man of a tribeof several thousand
which has figured prominently in
the recent uprising, and when all
th; facts are known it wouldn't
surprise me if Harris turned out
to be the main instigator of the
whole affair. I believe he comes
from Detroit, Mich. Itiscertainly
a strange freak of fate that a
lazy, good-nature- d American
tramp should eventually turn up
as the leader of a baud of hostile
Indians an embryo nation maker."

Kiii'iin mh Iron Ore Output.

The greatest quantity of iron
ere mined in any country ore
year, up to was 1(.4 milliou
Icr.g tons, the output of the
United States in 1893. This
u lprecer.ted figure, however, has
been utterly eclipsed by the record
for la':t year, rccintly made up
and announced by the Geological
Survey. In 18'J9, according to
that trustworthy authority, our
production of iron ore reached the
stupendous total of 24,o83,173
long tons an increase of twenty-seve- n

per cent over the record
mark of the previous year.

About half the states in the
Union helped to swell the total.
Michigan naturally heads the
list with a production of nine
million tons, while Minnesota
makes a tineshowing with a little
more than eight millions.
Alabama, with an output of
slightly over one million tons,
stands a greatly disproportionate
third. Twenty-on- e other states
contribute smaller quotas to the
aggregate production.

The total value at the mines of
the ore thus produced was thirty-liv- e

million dollars, or $1.42 per
long ton. The average value in
18'S was 51.14.-Min- ing and
Metallurgical Journal.
