'I he (irniul Canon is two hundred and
eighieeu miles long, beginning at the
mouth of the little Colorado river. The
portion that 1 saw and truversed Is

Mright Angel creek and the Catar-
act canon, a dietanco of about twenty live
mile. The underlyingatrMtn arc granite,
the marble, limcetoiie, and sandstone,
with aurface tlexwits. In our tiip about
the canon, we came lixti old etonn
hoiiHee, now in ruins, but once the home
of an extinct race. Near them we picked
up arrow heads of Hint. There are aleo
many ciilT dwelling, high up in the
canon walla. I climbed up to some of
thene, nnd on my hnmlH and kneca
crawled intotheee f liomeiu

My visit to the ( irniul Canon wiih ehort-eni-- il

liy eeveral days, as I wished to visit
an iHilaled trilm of Indians, tveuty live
mile distant, ub"iit whnn situation and
oonditiou 1 had learned considerable
while on my wav to the ration. Arising
at live o'clock in the morning, to take my
laKt tramp within the cation wulle, nnd
o Hay my ndiiM to all thn beauty in

which I had Iwcn reveling, I Marled on
the most perilous and moot eventful
journo of my life, accompanied by my
guide and t n higldy.paiuted Kupu In-

dians. We traveled many long mtlee in
canon trails, over which no white woman
ever lcforn was known to venture. After
hours of toilxoinn climbing, we finally
reached 'lie Hupai villages, which were
never before visited by n white woman,
and which are not likely to be ngum very
noon, unleee by myself.

Hut I wan to write nlxiut the canon in
this article, and so must no, digroaa,
8 ii lllce tt to eny, if I am ever in this re-

gion another summer, the greater jwrtion
of my time will surely l Hpont in tra-

versing the heights and depths of the
(irnnd Cunuti of the Colorndo, for in all
the wide, wide world there con lie noth

Cnfurtunately, tbore Is an impression
that the Albuquerque convention was
called fur the purpose of antagonizing
the scheme for the construction of a
rnilrotd from Trinidad, by way ot Ias
Vegas nnd White Oaks, to Kl Paso.
There is no need of this, for the two pro-
jects are not antagonistic. Possibly the
impression is due to the fact that name
peopln have talked about extending the
Rio Grande below Albuquerque U White
(Inks and thence to El Paso. This is a
practicable scheme, but we question if
thn route prononed would be the best
either for the Rio Grande Railroad oom-patt- y

or for the city ot Albuquerque.
The beat mineral region of New Mexi

co is that wincii urn west or ina uio
Grande valley and south of the Atlantic
A-- Pscillo railway. This mineral region
extends westward into Ariiona aud em-

braces the southeastern part ut that ter-
ritory. The proper course fur an exten-
sion of the itio (irando south of Albu-
querque would be into southwestern No
Mexico anil southeastern Ariiona. A
branch to White Oaks would be expedi-
ent; but that is not th proper course
for the main line.

If wo were consulting Kl Paso's intsr-et- s

rather than Albuquen)ue's,we should
say that the road ought to parallel the
At Jhlnon, Topeka A Hanta Fe all the way
from Albuquerque to Kl Paso, with a
system of branches upon both sides) of
the main line. lint Albuquerque would
not bo particularly interested In an ex-

tension of the road ia a direct south line
below Sooorro. Denver's interest is sim-

ilar to that ot Albuqusrque's. Kl Paso
doe nut seem to care much about it one
way or thn other.

Possibly, in vtsw of what has just been
said, it would Im well fnr the Albuquer-
que convention to consider an extension
of tho Denver A Itio Grande in a south-
westerly direction, so oa to tan the min-

eral region just referred la 'ilia people
nf Is Vegas could not call a aobeme of
that sort satsgonlstin to their own pro-
ject.
