A repressniative of the Banla Pe New
Mexican had a talk with the territorial
suditor, Hon. Demetrio Peres, In regand
t0 New Mexioo fnances. *“Yeo,” be said,
“the Soances of tha territory are in a
very bealihy cosdition. As shcwn by
the report, Lhe collections for the quarter
just ended arc $85,150 96. The ressipts
for the corresponding quarter last year
wore §44.718 53, and those for the quar-
ter ending June 2, 1804, were $41,048 46,
The change to the mebod of enllecting
tazes semi-annually is to & large extent
responsible for the differspos in the
amount, The tolal enllections for terri-
torisl purposes for the lst fisbal yeur
made during that year amounted (o
ahout 80 per sent, of the appropristions
Collections made during the present fis.
cal year, beginning March 0, 18, on
account of the last fiscal year, aggregate
s sum sufficlent to meet all outstandling
warrnnis for that year. There bun al
ready been collected for lerritorial pur-
poses for this flecal yoar §197,578.76

“The appropriations smount o §176,.
310, 80 that already we have 1 haod 72
per cent of the amount appropristed for
the various lerritorial purposes. | am
confident that the end of the pressnt fle-
cal yoar will ind us with the full amount
of the appropristion, so that we will be
able 1o enler in the next Becal year with
s clean balance sbeet. The taxalile prop-
erty in the territory has a valustion in
the neighborhond of §41,000,000, There-
fore the lax of 6 mills on the dollar levied
by the last legislature would yield an in-
come for territorial purposes of over
$340,000, The change of valuation made
by the board of equalisation, bowever,
togeiher with the loss i hrough defaulters,
makes the amount eollected, of course,
very much less than this sum.
