Their erection led to
protests from the Mexican government
which set forth that the navigation In
(uresis of tho ltlo Grande, river were bid
ing seriously Interfered with lu conse
quence, ot the existauca ot these barriers.
These protests ot the Mexican govern
ment are now a subject ot diplomatic
consideration.

It was In order to convince the Mexican
government of Its desire to treat the pro
teets fairly that the Injunction against
tho construction of the dam at Klephant
Butte was sued out by the United States
When this injunction case came before
the I'nlted Stated supreme court, the
