Furthermore while
they pretend to want water for only
4t.9vO acres of I And they wish the gov
ernment to expend 1I.0W.0W or more,
which would give enough water to irri
gate about 1, 000.600 acres of land, which
Is many times more than the lam In
that wlley which they could ever hope
to place under Irrigation.
