ivynl authorities of Spain about 140

tre ago. Several hundred heir have
been proven, and the genealogy Is one
ef the most complete that ha ever
been established In this territory. All
the children of Itartolorne Fernande
were born In this city, and the ahureh
records contain entries of their bap
turns and marriages. Don Uartolome
Fernando de la Potlrera was a lineal
descendant of Don Pae Hurtado, and
he was a first eeusln of IM Marques da
la Penuela, at one time governor nnd
captain general of New Mexico.

The grant has been In the possession
of the granteo ami hla legal repreeenta- -
tlvte from the lime It was made to the
present time In the year 1M0 a large
party of Mexicans from Cehotfeta wore
attacked by the NvnJo at I if San
Miguel spring, and after 11 long and
bloody fight everv one of the Mexicans
were killed. There was so muoh snow
at the time Uiat It look the people
from CcbotleM over a week to reach
th place, after they heard what had
happened from a peaceful Indian who
hod been with the Mexicans, and who
made his escape during the night. Don
Petfra Chaves and many other promt-nen- t

cltlsens of Cebolleta were killed
nt that lime. The party were Just re
turning from a campaign against the
Navajo, and oondsted of the flower of
tho Spanish warriors to famous In the
htetory of New Mexico. Among the
kilted was the great Indian fighter,
nallegc. commonly known as "HI ."

and also "HI Clwto Aragon."
There were many welt-foug- ht battles
at that point between the Mexicans
and the Indiana up to the year 189.
