history of mining In the territory and
Aceounts for Its relatively sliow prog-
ress. Il gives & gonersl view of the
indusiry and the conditlons under
which !t Is pursued. and then devotes
eighty-four pages 1o & detalied des-
cription of tue mineral resources of the
different counties in which mining for
the precioua metals s carried on. There
ke aAise chaplers on the coal re-
sources and Lthe deposits of precious
stones.

New sexico has waiied a joug time
for its minersl development. Capl.al
has been slow to take hold o oppor-
tunitien, and some persons have been
lod to doubt the existence of great
wedlth, Even yet it canot be shown
that the territory will sver rival Oolo-
rado In mineral production. Good depo-
Alis of both sliver and gold have been
found, but there has been no dlscov-
ery to be comparsd wilh sither Lead-
ville or Oripple Creek. The same may,
however, Le sald of the Rooky moun-
taln states and territories, sxcept the
copper deposits at Butte, Mont. It Is
drubtful I New Mexico contalns a dls-
frict as rich a» Cripple Creek, and yot
it may become & minlug region of great
wealth. Colorado produces a large
quantity of wold outside the Cripple
Craek distriet, and Coohitl and certaln
other camps In New Maxioo m.y com-
pars favorably with the second grade
minin, districts of this state.
