While M Wife Entered

ka and worked In tke Saata Fe shops.
He was wart led about the 1st of last
June aad almost Immediately moved
with his wife to Albuquerque, New
Mexico, where he went to work In the
Hsnts PV shops at that point

Only a few months later a child
waa born to them. It lived only a
day. After an examination trs "S of
fori play were found and Henry iatsr
iiinfesped to i hloroformlag the child.
In response. he said, to a sugges-
tion f his wife.

but Mrs. Henry waa later re-

leased on habeas corpus proceedings
and her husband stood trial. The raae
hae resulted In a sentence for hla im
prlsoament.
