Wo aro gratified that this
opportunity Is nfforded us, to demon-
strate as best wo may now unjust
were tho slanders cast upon us by a

report of men in very high
placo,

"Wo modestly claim In his presenco
thp.t our patriotism Is ns deep nnd ns
truo as that of any pooplo In tho nn
tlon, nnd wo recnll with pardonable
prldo tho record of our soldiers In
Cubn under tho leadership of their gal
hint colonel whom they greet hero to
day. Wo respectfully call attention
to tho fact that wa na a people havo
for moro than halt a century whllo
only n territory "pulled our own
weight," nationally, nnd wo only ask
tno right to do mat as sovereigns in
Btend of dependents.
