Of that
number 101 arresta were for murder, 57
sggruvated assault, 283 for cattle dnd
horse thels, 40 for swindling, embezzle
ment and forgery, 19 for fence cutilng,
6 for mall and traln robbery, 23 for rape
snd sdultery, 12 for arson, 40 for rob-
bery and burglary, 7 for smuggling, 147
for carrying concenled wespons, 6 es-
esped convicte, 4 for rioting and 441
minor oflenses.
